TORONTO, April 6—(OP)—The
brilliant toil of a dozen National
Hockey League super craftsmen

The teams were selected by 30
writers in the NH.L, cities later
than in any of the 11 previous years
the poll was conducted. And the
selection of the men who “cover”
the games reflected the play over
the full five-month schedule rather
than in any omne period.

They ohose two clubs combining
experience of four to 11 seasons in
the league with the first-rank
ability these players must possess
to obtain consideration. Only one
man of last seasons's first team re-
tained his place, although two mov-
ed up from the alternate squad.

Hextall, the league’s 56-point
scoring leader, retained his right-
wing job on the first team easily,
and Frank Brimsek, the Vezina
Trophy winner, switched jobs with
Walter Broda while Syl Apps re-

placed Bill Cowley of Boston, out Wood

Toronto’s Bingo Kampman and
Bucko McDonald and Pat Egan in
almost equal numbers.
