cardboard divisions. The eggs
would ‘be the liver celis, and the
cardboard would be the connective
tissue that holds them together.

Coming into each cell and out of
it. would be vessels.

Now if you were to make those
cardboard subdivisions a bit
thicker, there would be less room
for the eggs. In other words you'd
have to put in smaller eggs. If
you made it still thicker you'd
need even smaller eggs and so
forth.

!Similarly when youn eat or drink
certain kinds of food it has the ef-
fect of inflaming the connective
tissue holding the liver cells toge-
ther,

This tisue at first swells and
squeezes the liver cells until they
become smaller, and then when
the inflammation dies down, the
tissue actually contracts like a
scar from a wound or a burn, and
the whole liver is smaller than it
was bhefore.

All of
them' are on the indemnity list and
understand how to work the Round
Robin, The result is that in several
of their Houses the indemnity of
Members has been inflated to $2,000
each. Newfoundland is more old-
fashioned, paying its Memberg $120
each per session if they reside in
the capital and $170 if they live at
a distance, This was the rate not
long age and we have heard of no
change.. How many of our 30 Local
Members live in Charlottetown or
close at hand?

I am not certain they
even received indemnity for their
personal expenses while attending
the Parliamentary sessions in Lon-
don. Their love of the country,
their interest in the Empire,- their
ambition to obtain office and dis-
tinction, these were, in  ‘“ye olden
time, sufficient incentives to the
gentlemen of England and Scot-
land as to the gentlemen of Prince
Edward Island. Certainly the gen-
tlemen of the new legislature of
this Province will  “do the right
thing”, and deserve credit, if they
“pay” taken by their
predecessors, and return to the
modest, yet sufficient indemnity of
$200 per session. “Pay”, to be
honored, “pay” to promote the good
government and wellfare of their
country ands to pave the way to

no doubt that good * “pay” for good
men, who serve the country in pub-
lic positions and offices is from the
country’s point of view, good |
policy.

Each of the officials
mentioned can, by attention to
duty, save for the Province thous-
ands of dollars every year; and
cach can, by .inattention to duty
or mefficiency, waste and lose
many housands. It will pay the
Province to be very careful in its
selection of officials for the public
gervice and to pay them such sal-
aries as will cause them to feel |
that thy ought to “do their best”
for the people, they are in office
to serve.
