Sir Joseph Lister, an English
surgeon, born at Upton, Essex.
From 1860 to 1869 he was profese
sor of surgery in Glasgow Uni-
versity from 1869 to 1877, he was
professor of clinical surgery in the
University of Edinburgh, and in
the latter year he was appointed
to the corresponding chair in
King's College, London.

French chemist and biologist, born
at Dohe, Jura, educated at Jura
University and the the Bcole Nor-
male, Paris, where in 1847 he took
his degree as doctor,
hecame professor of chemistry at
the Sarbonne and in 1832 was
chosen a member of the French
Academy., He was especially suc-
cessful in his efforts to check
hydrophobia, by means of inocula-
tion. It is said that a German
manufacturer of chemicals noticed
that impure oatrate of lime fer-
mented when dissolved and expos-
ed in the sun, and that this
prompted Pasteur to an investiga-
tion, the result of which was the
discovery of a living germ com-
parable in its powers to the yeast
plant. He then went on to show
that other' fermentations, lactic,
butyric, acetic, are essentially due
to organisms, and that putrefac-
tion is also due to the same cause.

The frog is able to use its skin
as an organ of respiration only if
it can keep its skin moist, There-
fore it must spend part of its time
in the water. If it were away from
the water long, it would be
able to replace
fluids all the moisture evaporated
from its skin, Hence it would die.

Higher animals, living on land,
cannot exchange carbon dioxide
and ' oxygen through their skins.
The reason is that they are not so
constructed as to be able to sup-
ply to their skins the great amounts
of water which would be evapor-
ated in the process. They are able
to survive only because they have
their breathing surfaces enclosed
within their bodies, where evap-
oration will not be great. There is
little evaporation from the lungs
and nasal passages of higher ani-
mals for the same reason
there is little evaporation from
the contents of a bottle which has
a small neck.
