GUARD TO WINTER FLYING

AKRON, O,, Jan, 3—An aitach-
ment to the aeroplane engine a. an
aid to winter flying, which it is
claimed, will start a cold motor in
Arctic temperatures has been devel-
oped by H. P. Whittle here. Whittle,
a former marine pilot, first pursu.t
a former marine pilot, said the in-
vention is' indirectly the outcome of
the expedition of the first pursuit
group from Selfridge ficld into the
Arctic regions last winter. He was
unofficially connected with the ex-
pedition and studied the efect of low
temperatures on engines.
