As the law now
stands, hotels may remain open for
the sale of liquor from 6 a. m. to 6
p m.; between 6 and 10 o'cock at
night any person may b: on licen-
sed premises, provided he does not
consume or buy alcoholic liquor;
after 10 p. m. and on Sunday, it is
prima facle an offence for anyone
to be on the premises, but up to
midnght it will be a justification
that he was not there for an un'aw-
