FAMOUS RENEGADE

Herr Houston Stawart Chamberlain
has again burst into the international
limelight, on this ‘occasion with a
book advising the Rounianjans to con-
tinua in their refusal to grant citizen-
ship to the Jews. Roumania has so
far declined to sign the Peace Treaty,
because one of thé provinces i8 that
full rights of citizenship shall be
granted- to “ethnical minorities, which
is diplomatic language .in the case of
Roumania for the Jews. A similar
stumbling block appeared at the Con-
gress of Berlin in 1878, when Rouman-
ia, before her full ilidependence could
be recognized by'the Great Powers,
was calledupon to give the Roumin-
ian Jews the same rights ag other
Roumanians. This' was done, accord-
ing ‘to Herr Chamberiain, at the in-
stance of “the Jew Disraeli.” Rou-
mania grudgingly submitted and nom-
inally the Jews can obtain full citizen-
ship, just as nominally the Negroes
can vote in Alabama and Texas, Pric-
tically, the Jews cannot -obtain full
citizenship, so many difficulties being
thrown in their wayithat the promise
given the Berlin Congresg is “kept to
the oar and broken’to the heart.” It
requirés 4 special vote of the legis-
lature for each application, a two-
third ‘majority ‘being required, and to
remove this injustice was one of the
minoy aims of the Peace Conference.

Tragic Story of

PHILADELPHIA, Oct. 18.—A tragic
tale of the sea was unfolded here to-
day by four survivors of the British
schooner Onato, picked up while drif-
ting'‘helplessly several hundred miles
from shore by the American steam-
ship Zirkel.  ‘The survivors, all from
Newfoudland, say the Captain of the
Onato, James Brushia, and bis brother
Ernest, first mate were crushed to
death by the shifting of the ship’s
cargo,| The stories, however, do nof
agree with that told by Captain Sul-
livan, master of the Zirkel which ar-
rived here today, ‘and all four men
were locked up at the Gloucester im-
