They actually did live, and here
they rest. Above them in mapy
cases are finely carven stones, of
- materia] and workmanship so ex-
cellent that in almost one hundred
and ffty years not a letter has
faded, Here in a few lines are
summed up the efforts of a life-
tUme. Often a Scriptural quotat-
fon, touching in its boundless
faith, closes the little record.

At first glance one is reassured
by the genefal appearance of the
cemetery, It is surrounded by a
tall fence, in excellent condition,
the gress, obviously, Is* kept cut,
and the great trees throw engag-
ing shadows, The broad road,
which divides the cemetery into
two equal flelds, shows recent
grading. But closer inspection re-
veals certain conditlons which
prove distressing to those who he-
lievé In the sanctity of the dead
and the desirability of keeping in-
violate their last resting place.
Undoubtedly, this cemetery has
known the twin evils of vandalism
and neglest. Many evidences of
both are still painfully apparent.

Chiefly to be deplored are the
following: badly leaning monu-
ment shafts; a considerable num-
ber of once wantonly smashed
slabs which have been “repaired”
in & quite unseem]y manner- in
auch & manner, often, as to amount
to a further desecration; several
fine sarcophagi which are lyinz
literally in heaps; and, here and
there; such debris as the utterly
useless remains of old iron fences
snd the broken stone posts which
which once guarded family plots

These four unfortunate features
ruin the first favorable impres-
slon.

Financial Difficulties

One understands something of
the financial difficulties incurred
in the upkeep of this cemetery,
and all those interested have
reason to be grateful to those
churches in Charlottetown which
each year contribute sutficlent to
engage a caretaker and at least
keep the grass cut. One Is also

Certainly, it does not seen what
any further -burden involved in
the proper care of this cemetery
should fall upon the churches.
Other means should bta found for
paying for needed restoration work.
Surely efforts should be made to
enlist the interests of descengants
of those buried here—of which
there are many, and many not far
away—and of those who have a
general interest in preserving what
is of historic valye In the Island
and especially in Oharlottetown,

Before attempting to discuss, in
some detail, the present condifion
of the stgnes and monuments, the
writer would like to refer to the
problem created by thoughtless
children of the neighborhood, who
make a practice of throwing all
kinds of waste materials over the
fence. Could not a lady with &
sympathetic interest in these ehil-
dren call at the homes bordering
the cemetery grounds and try to
enlist the friendly interest of the
parents? It could do no harm, If
8p, why not bring the problem to
the attention of the local clergy
and ask for their co-operation in
the matter?

At present the ground of much
of the cemetery Is strewn with
broken glass, to such an extent
that one, wearing thin shoes must
step with care in many places. It
need not remain there, however.
Cou!d not a troop, or several
troops of Boy Scouts wage a cam-
paign some afternoon, and in
well-organized bands, with specific
areas to cover and plenty of re-
ceptacles, clear the cemetery of at
least the major portion of this
dangerous debris? '

Accessibility

There is also the problem of
how to make the cemetery acces-
sible to those who should be en-
couraged to go there., At present
there is a great gate, difficult to
open beczuse it 18 necessary first
to undo a heavy piece of wire.
Formerly, it is sald, there was a
padlock, but this was stolen, The
easual visitor, on finding the gate
tled, might assume he or she was
not welcome. Surely there should
be a small gate also. Could nat
something be worked out on this
basis, that a small gate would he
kept unlocked between the hours
of say 10:30 a.m. and sunset, each
day during the months of Jung,
July, August and September, and
that there should be a small group
of volunteer workers, who would
agree each to give hall g day
once a week to being “on duty”
at the cemetery, just to keep
watch on conditions? Some bengh-
es could be placed along the cen-
ter road, and there is no better
place to enjoy a book on, a hos
summer day than in this quiet
place. One has other visions for
the old cemetery—flowering shrubs,
and some day better turf, byt
these can wait,

Charlottetown, and the whole
Island for that matter, Is badly in
need of a conocise, inexpensive but
comprehensive guide book to the
points of historic interest. Natur-
ally, note should be made in any
fuch booklet of the old Protestant
cemetery, and surely it should
have a permanent ‘“marker.”

And now for statistics—the hard
facts necessery to an understand-
,ing of the exact nature and ex-
tent of the problem. The accomp-
anying report lists every stone in
the cemetery, with its names and
dates and includes a note of its
condition. The following pages
glve an analysis' of what s con-
tained in the report. It is hoped
that by these means the situation
will be reasonably clear.

Faded Inseriptions

In extent, this is the Jeading
problem involved im any plan >f
restoration. However, it is a fort-
unate circumstance that many of
the oldest stones, of historic sige
nificance, are still in excellent con
aition. Then, too, one doeg not
envision any effort to keep every
insoription oclear. It 15 presumed
that many, perhaps thc great ma-
Jjority, will eventually fade away
Into oblivion. It is important at
this time to decide wh ch names
should be preserved for special
reasons and exemine the existing
Inscriptions. It is probable that in
some cases relettering will be
found an urgent need.

In this connection, the report
notes cases where present inscripe
tions are so faint that they will be
decipherable only by means of
taking paper and charcoal impres-
slons, or by examination in bright
