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Death Of George
William Russell

(A. P. By Guardian’s Special Wire)
BCOURNEMOUTH, England, July
17—George William Russell, Irish
journalist, ~writer —and painter
known 4o poetry lovers by thecry-
ptic pen name “AE,” died tonight.
He was 68 years old.
Born at Lurgan, County Armagh,
Ireland, in 1867, Russel was educa-
cated at Rathmines school, Dublin.
He entered an accountant’s office
but soon grew interested in agri-
cultural Cooperative Associations
and in 1897 joined tha Irish Agricul-
tural Organization Society.

Thenceferth  journalism, . litera-
ture, painting and agricultural or-
ganization divided his attention. He
edited the Irish Homestead, Farm
Journal, from 1904 to 1923, becoming
editor of the Irish Statesman in
that year. Critics have called the
latter review the most skillfully
edited in all Ireland.

His published works, beginning
with “Homeward: Songs by the
Way” in 1894, extend over the en-
suing ears to his volume of poems,
“House of the Titans, and other
poems,” appearing .in November,
1934, ;

His pehname, puzzling to readers,
is explained by Darbell Figgis, an-
other Irish writer, in his book on
Russell, thus:

“Wanting at one time a new pen-
name, he subscribed himself 'as
Azon, the printer deciphered the
first diththong and set a query for
the rest, whereupon the writer, in
his prcofsheets, stroked out the
queny and stood by the diththong.”

As Riots Renewed

(A. P. By Guardian’s Special Wire)

BELFAST, Northern Ireland,
July 17—Rioting attended by shoot-
ing broke out again today bringing
back the soldiers released from
duty yesterday when the Orange
Day trouble seemed ended.

Major General E. 8. Girwood, the
Ulster military commander took
charge of the troops. One of his
first orders was to dispatch them in
search of a machine gun heard
firing in Donegal Street.

There were no fatalities in today's
disarders, in which the fighting
was done with rifles, fists, machine
guns and stones.

The first trouble occurred at &
cemetery where one of the six vie-
tims of the Catholic-Protestant
fighting was being buried. The two
factions stoned mach other until
a volley from troops and soldiers’
guns, fired over their heads, dis-
persed them.

Returning from the funeral, 6,000
men carrying the Union Jack, were
fired upon by snipers from the Car-
rick Hill, Nationalist section. At
Donegal street, at the other end of
Carrick Hill there was heavier fire.
Police knelt in the s':cets and
poured fire into the snipers’ nest.

Passengers lay on the floor of
street cars as police, raiding in a
smal] tank, fired a machine gun
into the air to disperse gatherings.

There were two minor squabbles
while the funeral procession was
enroute to the cemetery. Downtown
a Nationalist Jjeered at the coffin,
which led to hand to hand fighting
between funeral marchers and by-
standers.
