“China Today” was the subject
of a most interesting instructive

B | ona “inspiring address by Dr. Al-

bert James Brace, at the Student's
Meeting h:ld at the Central Chris-
tian Church yesterday.

Dr. Brace, travelling secretary for
the World Service of Y.M.C.A. for
Canada and United States, as
done and is doing much instruct-
fve and constructive work  for
China.

Thirty colored slides, new bic-
tures from China, were shown dur-
ing the lecture bv Dr. Brace, and
they brought to the attention of
the audience what the peoples of
China are doing and how they
would in the uvnd defeat the Japs.

Dr. Brace spoke of the gmat
successor of Dr. Sun Yat Sen who
brought to the country 18 years of
trouble and discord.

Chiang Kai-Shek, he stated,
brought unity to China through a
five-point program thp> first of
which was the building of 100,000
miles of roads and importing 60.000
vehigles !{om America, This, the
speaker sald, broke down provincial
barriers. The second was the in-
froduction of Civil Alr Lines and
the third and most unifying of all
was the introduction ‘of Radlo
which taught to & counta'nol 200
dialects, the one outstanding lan-
guage, the Mandarian.

This great leader he cantinued,
{ gave the country a centralized

banking system and a new educa-
tional impetus by sending 60,000
students to Canada,
and Great Britain b
got their Ph.D. degrees, 96,000 be-
came engineers and 18,000 became

hristians.

The result of this great educa-
tional work he stated is that these
American trained Chines* are the
leaders of China which today 18
preparing the downfall of Japan.
