Russia's greatest ally is distance
and Joseph Stalin seems to be
ing to invoke its ald along much o
the 2,000 mile battle front.

A bulletin from H:tler's fleld
headquarters claimed Red Amm
resistance was breaking under at-
tack of “united armies from the
Black Sea to the Arctic,”

To supplement that, the bulletin
told of the crossing of the Prut
River front by Nazi-Rumanian
allies pressing toward the Ukraine.
That is the first intimation of a
Russia withdrawal on the Black
Sea flank.

It implies that all the way from
the Baltic to the Black Sea, Stalin’s
call for a Russian retirement that
would leave nobhing but “scorched
earth” is being heeded., It is the
classical strategy of Russia against
western aggressors—a strategy that
has never failed. But if it 5 being
brought into play now on & scale
that staggers the imagination, It
is against a Nazl war machine to
w;hich distance has proved no bar-
rier.

If a Russian retreat on so vast
a front could be made good step by
swg against German air and
motorized “speed troops,” unques-
tlonably the Nazl victories tha
Hitler has called “historical” in sig.
nificance could be largely nullified.

It would take the devastation of
an empire to achieve Stalin’s de-
clared purpose, He called upon his
people to lay waste or remove, as
Red armies fell back, everything
that could help the foe. Napoleon's

To make good habitant pea
