WASHINGTON, Sept. 18—(AP) |
—Japan’s Ambassador to the Uni- |
ted States, Kensuke Horinouchi,
is going home this month with a
report that scarcely could inspire
optimism for his successor’s chan-
ces to ease the present strain in

American-Japanese relations.
Horinouchi, summoned home in
the recent diplomatic shakeup by
the Konoye Government, plans to
leave Washington Sept. 23 and
sail from San Francisco Sept. 28.
Mentioned but not yet named to

succeed him is Yoshisuke Aikawa, |
Japanese industrialist. |
One of the immediate tasks of

the new Ambassador, say reports
from Japan, is to try to loosen the
restricted flow of oil and scrap
iron, important Japanese imports.
But probably before Horinouchi
leaves, even tighter restrictions
will be laid upon these United
States exports under the defence |
conservation program. Horinouchi, |
a career diplomat, has seen rela-
tions between his country and the
United States steadily deteriorate
in the year and 10 months - since
he took up his post here.
