What we do know is
that he asks for them and it will be a little
matter for some of our readers to oblige
him while it will be a great thing for him.
We trust there will be a generous and lib-
eral response. A few letters, a few par-
cels from the many will be an act of kind-
ness and patriotism.

A VOICE OF THE EMPIRE

. A Boston correspondent and subscriber
asks us to reproduce the following editorial
from the Boston Monitor, which we do with
pleasure: é

''The speech delivered by Sir Robert Bor-
den, at the luncheon of the Canadian Club,
ifv London, on Thursday last was as force-
ful'and thoughtful as all his utterances are.
It was, however, tinged with a confidence
which the Prime Minister of Canada has
not felt justified in impressing on his words
before. Sir Robert is one of those who
hage never for one moment doubted the
end of the struggle, because he has been
one of those who have understood not only
thg justification for this struggle, but the
temper of the nations engaged in it. But
he‘hag never before seen the end so clearly
as he sees it today. What, of course, has
given Sir Robert this confidence in the
coming end of the strife, is not merely the
entrance of the United States into the war,
but the whole-heartedness of that coun -
try's effort. Figures everybody knows can
be made to mean anything. Lord Salisbury,
when: he was Prime Minister of England,
declared, in a caustic sentence, that there
were three kinds of lies: lies, accentuated
lies, and statistics. At the same time there
cannot be a peasant in Germany, much less
a general, who does not understand the lan-
guage of statistics as interpreted by Sir
Robert when he declared that “the splendid
youth of the United States has lately been
disembarking, on the shores of Great Bri-
tain and France, at the rate of 10,000 a
day.” Germany, he added, if she were well
advised, would take notice of this. But, un-
fortunately, Germany has apaprently pass-
ed ‘the stage when she is capable of doing
anything except of increasing the moment-
um‘of her own ultimate collapse.

It is safe to say that no statesman sees
this more clearly than the Prime Minister
of Canada. How a statesman of the experi-
ence of Lord Lansdowne can have joined
the ranks of the pacifists, who imagine that
it is possible to reason with Germany, it is
difficult to see. If it could ossiﬁly be
maintained that Germany was eing driv-
en into the fight under the revolvers of a

‘lish ambitions of the Kaiser and the mili-
~ary caste, but it must not be forgotten
“hat they could never have been committed
1ad not the leaders of the German people
succeeded in casting over them an unholy
spell to which they had entirely voluntarily
submitted. As a result nothing that has yet
aappened, on the battlefields of Europe,
has been of a sufficiently voleanie nature to
dreak the spell. Nevertheless the time is
wpproaching when the spell will be broken:

ne phase of the spell, however, though
3ir Robert did net allude to it, has been
yroken. It is the phase which held the Al-
ied powers largely mesmerized before the
erman propaganda. The world does not,
vet realize to what extent the success of
sermany in war has been due to her prop-
aganda in the days of peace. But the world
has got to learn that if this mesmerism is
‘o be broken for the future, it has to see
only that the awakening of Germany is suf-
ficiently rude to expose to her the iniquity
of this propaganda, but to establish a means
which will prevent the non-Germanic na-
tions from themselves falling under the
spell of it once again in the future.” It is
because of this, unquestionably that Mr.
Lloyd George, Mr. Balfour, and other stat-
esmen in other countries, are talking of
aconomic pressure after the war. It is not
conceivable that they mean to pursue
Germany with malignity, but they have
realized that it was in the consulates, in
the banks, and in the commercial offices of
the Germans abroad, that the Wilhelm-
strasse found the machinery for the estab-
lishment of its colossal skein of mental
bondage with which it attempted to en-
mesh humanity. The war was really won
on the day that the mesmerism of the Bu-
reau of Enemy Phychology was finally ov-
erwhelmed, and nobody knows this better
than the wielders of those occult influenc-
es which have been working unseen to bring
about the downfall of the democratic insti-
tutions of the world. .

As for the actual crimes committed by
Germany, they are, of course, merely the
result of a method of thinking which has
made such things realizable. This meth-
od of thinking is perhaps best illustrated in
the behavior of the Rhenish towns. So
long as.the Zeppelins were endeavoring to
strew desolation’ through English towns'
and villages, the inhabitants of the Rhine
valley regarded the attempt as legitimate
warfare. But when the aeroplanes began
to come by night into this same Rhine val-
ley, the bombing of towns, the legitimate
bombing, that is to say, of railway stations,
factories, and barracks, was discovered to
be inhuman, and, in an almost ludicrous
panic, the once belligerent civiliang ‘began
to beseech the Government in Berlin to
terminate all such efforts by 'a common
agreement. Of course they qnickly learn-
ed that this could not be. The mastery of
the air, as Sir Robert Borden pointed out,
has passed entirely out of the hands of Ger-
many into the hands of the Allies, with the
result that, as he said, even if the war could
not be carried into Germany by land or sea,
it could still be hurled upon her from the
air, with the result that those who had re-
joiced over the martyrdom of other nations
might learn the real meaning of the hor -
rors they had forced upon the world when
th.elaiv sought to subject the world to their
will.

Not. that it must be imagined, for a sin-
gle moment, from this, that Sir Robert has
any intention or desire of preventing the
rehabilitaion of Germany. In common with
all the statesmen of the British Empire and
the U.mted States, he desires to see that
rehabilitation. But he is far too brilliant
a statesman, and far too true a thinker, to
Imagine that the mere word of a beaten na-
tion is to be taken for repentence, or that
the men who have held up their hands to
their “Kamerads”, and then shot those
“Kamerads” in their backs, are to be ac-
cepted unconditionally as “Kamerads,” by
the great free nations, simply because they
choose to belong to institutions which are
called by socialistic or democratic names.
As Sir Robert himself finally summed the
matter up, “Let Germany prove herself re-
generate by works and not by words alone.
Let her cast out the unclean spirit of mili-
tarism and the sordid lust of world domin-
ation.  Let her make such poor compen-
sation as is humanly possible for the horror
and suffering she has wrought. Then we
shall listen to her. Until then let her
name be anathema.”
