TEACHERS AND NATURE STUbY

HON, MR. MATHIESON, Premier,
resuming the debate on the Address,
referred to education and the posi-
tion of teachers. During the regime
of the late government, education
like almost everything else, was al-
lowed to get into an unsatisfactory
condition, Teachers were discourag-
ed, their bonus cut eff, and they
were deprived of every reasonable in-
ducement to strive for the advance-
ment of education and progress in
their profession. It was to this the
decline in elementary education, so
much deplored, was to be traced, and
the first thing - the Government re-
solved upon was to restore the
confidence of the teachers. With this
end in view it had restored the bonus,
and in the case of teachers who had
spent a long life on a small salary
it had provided retiring allowances,

fmall,. it was true, but
it was hoped to in-
crease  these as funds  permitted.

There was nothing that was practic-
able or feasible the Gevernment was
not prepared to do in the way of en-
couragement  for this important de-
partment., But it was slow work
making headway with a system which
had been allowed to run down during
the past fifteen years. This year the
government, had introduced Nature
Study into the schools and hoeped to
lay a foundation on which to build
a regular system passing from grade
to grade till it found its climax in a
first-class  agricultural course to be
wrovided by, the province.

FEDERAL REPRESENTATION

He had already referred in his prev-
ious remarks to the question of Fed-
eral representation, and the endea-
vours the Government had been mak-
ing to prevent further reductions.
In addition to taking part in two
separate conferences with the repre-
sentatives of Nova Scotia and New
Brunswick, with that. object he had
heen making special representations
in order to restore our original re-
presentation of six ~members. It
would he recalled that when this Is-
land first entered the confederation
the Dominion Government was pre-
pared to allow us five representa-
tives but the delegation held out for
six, two representatives from each
Couiity, and broke off “the negdtia-
tigns rather than consent to unequal
proportion. At last the Dominion
conceded to their demands, and it
was understood by our representa-
tives at the conference that six
should be the irreducible minimum,
just as in the agreement with British
Columbia an  irreducible minimum
had been provided for. He had had
an- interview with the only surviving

delegate who had negotiated the
agreement, and had been assured
that when they made the bargain

there was ncver any misapprehension
on the point, and why it was not
made clear and indisputable in the

fornial agreement concluded at the
time was a mystery. .But he was
plcased to say that the Dominion

Government of the present day had
every symvathy -with ‘their claims,
and not only the Government, but
the people and representatives of the
west whom he had met and address-
ed on the subject. He had been pres-
ent at a meeting of the Canadian
Club in Toronto, and was sitting at
luncheou next to Sir John Willison,
Editor of the NEWS. Sir John ask-
ed him if he intended in his address
to refer to the question of represen-
tation and said if he did he would
have before him some of the most im-
portant anc influential men of the
west who would give the question
fair and reasonable consideration.
After his address he met 8ir James
Whitney who informed him that his
sympathies were entirely with us,
and that he would put forth all his
efforts to see that the Government
would do us justice in pressing to
get,  back our full representation.
Last year he had been on the Pacific
Coast and everywhere he went he
found warm support for our claims.
We could claim the support of the
Western provinces in this matter for
we had so0 many people throughout
the west that we were sure of a sym-
pathetic kearing. In this respect he
might remark that while we had lost
many of our people through emigra-
tion to the west, we would find that
these had still the interest of the Is-

He was surprised and gratified how
wide was the interest in this Island;

here. The safety of our beaches, the
warmth of our water, the stretch of
nand on our shores, were an irresist-
ible attraction which there was mo-
thing on the Pacific coast to com-
pare with, and in these we have a
wealth, the value of which can hard-
ly be over-cstimated. He was pleas-
ed to sce that a number of our
young business men here had resolved
to exploit these advantages and had
formed a mpany  to develop the
tourist tra All success to them,
and he hoped they would be support-
ed by the community as a whole.
There was  nothing to compare with
the Island in British North America,
and if properly developed must prove
a source of unlimited wealth. The de-
velopment of the Island in this di-
rection  would proceed quickly or
slowly, but developed it must bhe—
quickly if we did our duty now; slow-
ly' if we neglected the opportunities
that  were being opened up to us.
The construction of the Car Kerry
wotlld be the means of precipitating
this development, and they may be
assured that the tourist trafic woulq
hecome a gource of wealth heyond
what any of them had dreamt of.
We have good botels, excellent ac-
commadation and first-class catering.
If they heard anyone saying anything)|
to the contrary it was because they
had no experience of hotel life else-
where. Similar accommodation and
table to that provided by our ho-
tels  would cost from twice to five
times as much in any other part of
Canada, We were too apt to find
fault with things we have at home,
and very slow to praise the good fea-
tures of our province, and that was
not the spirit with which we could
Lope to make the most of the oppor-
tunities within our reach. But while
the present hotel accommodation
might be sufficient for our present
needs, it  would not be sufficient to
meet  one-fifth of the demand we
might expect when the Car Ferry
was completed, so he hoped the most
would be made of the time at our
disposal to increase and extend it.

HOW TO SECURE CONCESSIONS

Proceeding to deal with the improv-
ed telegraphic facilities, the Premier
caid tbey were aware that for many
vears the telegraph arrangements
were unsatisfactory. His predeces-
sor, Mr. Haszard, had done his best
to eflect an improvement, and to se-
cure a night service at the rate of
fifty words for ‘fifty cents. He
thought he had succeeded and ought
to have succeeded but at the last
moment the company turned it down.
When the Government went into of-
fice it immediately tackled the ques-
tion, but instead of asking fifty
words for fifty cents, it asked for fif-
ty words of a night message at the
same rate as ten words of a day mes-\
sage, viz., thirty cents. And the
Government got it. In addition the
Government, induced the Telegraph
Company to give eoncessions in night
and deferred cable service to
the old country, reducing the cost
per word from 25c. to 9}c. per
word. These concessions did not
come hy accident, but by the judici-
ous use of the powers in their pos-
session, powers which the late Gov-
ernment similarly possessed. The
Telegraph Company received a subsi-
dy of $7,000 from the Federal Gov-

ernment, payable only should they
maintain a satisfactory telegraph
service. But while the late govern-

ment signed the certificate every half
vear for twenty years, or 40 times
altogether, that the service was sat-
isfactory, the present Government
when it cameo into office refused to
gign any such false certificate, with
the resu!t  that the company imme-
diately came in search of it for terms
inétead of the Government having to
hunt after them as the late govern-
ment had been doing. Not only had
the government forced these conces-
gions from the company, but had
been able to . compel them to'lay a
gsecond  cable which would make us
independent of any interruptions such
as had so. seriously -interfered with
b in the past, Inside the same
envelope with the second cable they
also hoped to have a teléphone cable
which: would enable them to have a
regular  telephonic service with the
mainland, a hoon to the commercial
community - which was well nigh in-

PUBLIC ACCOUNTS
