Every home gardener and market
grower of vegetables desires to grow
cauliflower t matures into attract-
ive and sal@ble heads. There are cer-
2ain sectionf; notable among which are
Jocations in Long Island, where cauli-

flower grows to perfection with a mini-
mum of attention. In this section, how-
ever, there are no such natural advan-
tages. Whan ‘caulifiower attains any
degree of snccess hereabouts it may
be considergd certain the outcome was
not attained without an effort. Every-
one should jplant caulifiower to ascer-
tain just what can be done ‘with the
crop under treatment. If it fails ,ex-
perience will’ be'gained, and if ‘it
proves successful the result will be
gratifying and profitable.

The principal escentials in  cauli-
flower growing are a cool season, a
very fertile soil, a rapid, unchecked
growth and seed of the hest possible
type.

Because the crop will not develop
in warm weather, the planting muet be
«done early, Just as soon as the land
can be prepared properly strong plants
should be set. In the planting use only
well hardened plants, and in trans-
planting these begvery careful not to
pinch  or roughly handle them as to
bruise the tissues, A bruised plant us-
ually amounts to nothing.

Set the plants eighteen inches apart
in rows three fet apart. Plant them up
to their first leaves to prevent a leg-
gy growth. In planting do not double
over the root. Cut off ome-third of the
rots and one-half of the top at planting
time. As soon as the plants are set, re-
turn over the rows. and walk about
each plant'to firm the soil. Then be-
gin cultivation and continue it as
weekly intervals.

In preparing ‘the soil, use a large
auantity of well-rotted manure, A three
or four-inch dressing worked into.the
land is pone too much , but it will in-
terfere with the growth of the plants.
Be sure the plants are produced from
the very best §train of seed possible,
because cheap seed is the cause of
many failures. Moisture is, the great
essential to permit the plants. to suf-
fer for lack of moisture will ruin the
crop. During. the dry periods saturate
the soil thoroughlywith water. As the
Pplants develop, two or ‘thre sgmall ap-
plications of nitrate of soda worked
into the soil will matetially; assist the
growth. When the hewds attain a dia-
meter of two inches gather up the
leaves to prevent the heads from sun-
burning. Try growing c¢auliflower this
season.—Newark Even' ng News.

ner in which a British.soldier, taken
prisoner, is treated,

“There was a boy in our regiment
who was taken prisoner at Ypres and
had a bullet in his leg. The doc-
tor in the hospital tock out the bul-
let and about gix inches of bone, so
that one leg is so short that he is
no good for further service. The boy
told me of a case of a British sol-
dier who had a bullet in his arm.

The decree was directed against fhe
unemployed of all classes, and espe-
cially against thé men thrown out of
work by the closing of factories -after
the German siezures of all raw ma-
terials, ~ These men, ' deprived ot
means of substance, ' became depen-
dent for 'their food upon: ‘the local
municipal authorities.

~The publication of ‘the decree was
quickly followed by a notice warning
all persons concerned to present
themselves, on a given day and hour,
at places ‘named, and to come fur-
hished with articles of kit that were
minutely specified. Failure to comply
with the notice rendered  absentees
liable to heavy fines and imprison-
ment. Simultanéously, the municipal
adnministrations, which alone possess:
@d lists of the men, who had been|
throwh out of work, were summoned
‘to hand over the lists to the military
authorities. They refused, as they
were entitled to do, and were at once
digpossessed and
man = military representatives. In
somé’ cases the -~ municipal = officials
who had charge of the lists were bru-
tally  arrested - and thrown  into
prison. Not  content with theee ‘ar-
bitrary measures, the German au-
thoritites ordered the soldiery to
round up workmen' found in the
streets and_to drive them to a given
point, Here the captives were-pen-
ned: up like cattle, .
bodied among theny? were told off,
shut up in barraeks, and sent on.the
morrow, under military uscort, to:a
part of Belgium;Where' ‘@ military
position was being prepared.

Seeing that military work was re:
quired of them, these Fleming cap-
tives declined 'to do it. Thereupon
they were imprisoned, and were kept
without food of ‘any’ kind until, in
two or three days, hunger compelled
them to submit.” In ene place, young
men similarly collected were taken to
camps near an aerodrome in course
of construction, and compelled to per-
form - military ' labor.! ' In -another
place more than 2,000 men, roundegl
up haphazard, including' many small
tradesmen, were segregated and or-
dered to sign a ‘German  form of
agreement to work in Germany. The
method was not indentical “in all
places. In some towns'the invalids,
in others married men, were exempt-
ed, while the rest were told that
they would only be employed on civil
work, and that they would be paid 3d
a day. But'the trains—made up “of
trucks open to wind and weather—
in which thege poor creatures were
herded together, started for Germany
and the North of France. Each of
these aids captured - some 4,000 men.
1t was literally slave raiding.

During the passage of these long
elave trains their unfortunate but un-
daunted occupants were hedrd sing-
ing the “Brabanconmne.” The exact
number of men  thus raided is mnot
known. ‘The mogt trustworthy esti-
mates put it at 15,000 at least
fortnight ago, says The London
Times. The raiding has gone  on
