for the best in all who undertake
it. A nurse must, above all things,
have an eye to discover and observe.
If T am asked what, in connecti'n
with patients and others, should ke
observed, my reply is: anything,
everything; the color of their eyes
and hair, the shape of their head,
the clothes they wear and how they
wear them, the way they walk and
hold themselves, how they shake
hands, say gocd-morning and good-
bye, and how they react to their fel-
lows and the world in a hundred
other things,

Need Active Mind

_Such observations demand an ac-
tive, rai\er than a passive atten-
tion, a breaking up of that state of
useless reverie in which the un-
trained mind spends the greater
part of its life. This reverie can,
with discipline and habit, be chang-
ed into an alertness, an awareness,
that serves to supply the mind with
food upon which it may ruminate
Someone with authority has said
that we onlg use one-third of our
brain for the ordinary affairs of
life. I do not know how he arrived
at this conclusion, but I  should
r«vgnrdl his estimate as being too
ra

At first faced with her patient,
the beginner observes a lot of
things that are very obvious and
quite dissociated, How can it be
otherwise? ~ But after a time, and
quite insidiously, things observed
are not only more subtle, they tend
to become systematised, purposeful
and synthetically useful, There
arises tue power of observing things
that are not obvious, the power of
looking for things, associated
things which, taken together make
sense.

What I have said about the 'm-
portance of observing by sight-
applies equally to the other senses
—hearing, touch, sme.l. The char-
acter of a voice and of a cough,
the rhythm of breathing, the tex-
ture of a skin, the resistance of a
muscle, these and many more
things register quickly and with
meaning when this habit has been
cultivated. And the various senses
supplement each other.

Seclective Observations

When we have arrived at this
stage, another thing happens. We
not only make observations with-
out knowing it, our observations
take on a selective character; they
group themselves in terms of af-
finity. We have now developed the
faculty of distinguishing the es-
sentials from the non-essentials. I
believe that what is called the
“clinical Instinct” Is not due to a
“sixth sense” nor to “psychic”
power, but to the fact that it is
possible to make many observations
of which the observer is largely
unconscious and to effect a
synthesis of observations possess=
ing causative association, discard-
ing the rest. 2

physical and mental, and whether

Poorly Paid Profession

Probably nursing is the ‘most
poorly remunerated profession in the
Old Country, the salaries being
considerably less than those paid
to teachers in this province. But
there, as here, it is a most highly
esteemed profession to which the
best women in the land aspire.
They know when they seck en-
trance, it is to a life of sacrifce
and se.vice. To them little of the
ordinary pleasures of life are avail-
able. There as here, as you know,
all nur:es must !ive in, and are un-
der the closest supervision and di-
rection. A hospital staff and school
of nurses is run on military lines.
That is, the Matron is the Com-
mander-in-Chief, the sisters offic-
ers, the staff nurses non-commis-
sioned officrs, and the probation-
e:s privates. Late lzave is granted,
of course, but should the nurse be
late rising for duty in the morning
future leave is cancelled for a more
or less indefinite peried.  But this
seldom happens, the probationers
and nurses are so devoted to their
profession that they strive to be
examples one to the other, espeeci-
ally In responding to and respecting
discipline. They work .\vholv-hcatt-
ed in conjunction with the dcc-
tors; indeed, they are at all times
most helpful, especially to young
doctors permitted to practice in the
hospital or at outdcor relief, which
absorbs so much of the time and
attention of the Hespital staffs in
he O'd Country
; In this conncetion T would lke
to say a word about the develop-
ment of a characteristic essential
to the medical professon and nurs-
inz. and to which much attention
s devoted in training probationers.
Nursing is a responsible profes-
sion and requires diligence, pati-
ence and sympathetic understand-
ing. It is a noble profession calling

ing; for happiaess and unhappi-
ness; and especially for anxiety
and fear. What, in short, is the
dominant emational state? The

value of this kind of observation is
incalculable. It enables us to test
the things that patients ‘tell- us;
that “azonising” pain, those sleep-
less nights, these days and weeqs
of so litt'e food that it is a won-
der life is not extinct. Yes, but also
“my mind is at ease” when quite
clearly it isn't. We must look at
their faces; we must put them on
the couch and on the scales, of
course—but we must look at their
aces,

A medical man of understanding
was asked what he would advise
in his experience as the first
qualification of a successful nurse.
He said without hesitation  that
the nurse should be able to an-
ticipate the patient’s wish, If a
nurse can do that it means that
she has found the way to the un-
derstanding of her patient's per-
sonality. It means that she has
studied the patient as well as the
disease, ;

This, I think, sums up briefly
the prime duty a nurse has got to
discharge in connection with both
patient and. medical attendant, es-
pecia’ly in pubiic institutions. There
are so many things and so many
patients for the doctor himself to
attend to that he is ant to overlook
something which only close ob-
servation could discover. He:e the
nurse is his deputy and other self.
It is for her to use her eyes, her
ears, her nose, indeed, all her senses
to gather up all the information
she possibly can about a patient
and advise the medical attendant
accordingly Then, with the joint
training and experience of nurse
and doctor there is greater hone
and gieater assurance that the
medical attention will prove of the
greatest benefit and blessing to the
patient under their joint charge.

I hope you will take these re-
marks and advice in the spiiit in
which they are given, All through
my course it has been insisted, by
professors and seniors alike, that
the power of observation and at-
tention to little details, which oth-
erwise would seem of little con-
sequence, is all important in the
treatment given to those under our
medical charge,

Differ From Specialist

It has been claimed that a spe-
cialist is one who Kknows more
and more about less and less. 1In
that respect the nurse and family
doctor differ entirely from the
specialist.  The nurse and family
doctor has got to know-more and
more about everything possible to
be known concerning the patieat.

In our striving to make ourselves
efficient in our life profession—
and we are of little consequence
unless we are efficient—we nage
little time or some times even in-
clination to climb to the heights
and see ourselves and our work in
its proper place, I know no way
of doing that salutery thing better
than by cultivating interests out-
side our work. They keep us in
balance and keep us sane—f those
interests are in human beings and
their work, so much the better,
For the nurses I should think so
very much the better. But, in any
event, interests or hobbies or what
you will,

Life is an amazing thing and
we, who are part of it, are amaz-
ingly interesting. Nurses are for-
tunate indeed in the opportunities
which their activity gives them to
see life, and to sce it whole
