Post-War Wonders

In describing postwar wonders to be realized,

ate enough energy to heat a 10-room house now
awaits its turn on the post-war assembly line.

Imagine an arrangement in which a clock
mechanism might turn on the heater in your car
during breakfast, so that when vou go to the
garage you will find a warm car even before
the engine is started. You may not even need
a garage; just a roof over the car to keep the
snow off. The heater will prevent freezing.

And when winter comes, Mr. Hemming will
be delighted to learn, instead of shovelling snow
off the sidewalk, just turn on the heater and
watch it.melt away. And there is the possibility
of de-icing streets, saving thousands of dollars

The basic principles of design for the heater
have been thoroughly established, Lynn A. Wil-
liams, Jr., vice-president of the Stewart-\Warner
Corporation, explains.

For illustration, take the “vest pocket” gaso-
line-burning edition that weighs 20 pounds and
is 20 inches in diameter and 15 inches long—
about the size of an office wastehasket.

Science and Social Absolutism

We hear much nowadays about science and
social planning. What actually do these words
connote, and what oround is there for the pop-
ular conception that theories of state socialism
have a higher scientific value than those on
which  our traditional democracy is based?
Even those who believe in democracy are in-
clined to concede this point. Yet it is highly de-
batable. In an article in the current issue of
The Nincteently Century And After on “Science
—its Reality and Freedom”, the oppusite view
is presented with considerable eifectivencss.

Science, the writer points out, has no defin-
ite programme, bhut merely follows a tradition ;
it continues, imitatively, the efforts which once
led to its first pioneer successes and expands
them ever further on lines which follow up their
primary inspiration. It docs not even claim to
possess a criterion from which onc relative
truth can be definitely preferred to another. It
advances without forethought, entering at each
step the nearest opening and totally ignoring
what the future step shall be. Yet this pro-
cess, in its entirety, represents a vast and ma-
jestic social undertaking; offering to hundreds
of great minds in each generation a lifelong
scope for the ardor of their creative genius, and
offering again, when they die, new fields to
their successors, throughout the centuries. Sci-
ence teaches that it is hoth vital and cminently
practicable for society to place itself at the ser-
vice of human ideals, defined only by tradition,
and to entrust itself to their guidance—rather
than to trv to subordinate their demands to the
advancement of concrete and-visible social in-
terests,

Who are those who would deny the teaching
of science? Marx claimed the primacy of clags
interests as the reality behind all the higher
manifestation of thought in society, and his
followers, quite Iugimlly, concluded that once
all classes are abolished, all intcllectual and
moral ideas are to be subordinated to the col-
lective needs of Society, * The German Fascist
" philosophy  replaces Class by Race; the superior
wrace has to impose its unlimited will on the world,
and to subordinate all manifestation of the mind
‘to its interests. Marxism aims at the universal
good; Fascism seeks the advantage of only a
limited group. The difference is profound but
it. does not impair the fundamental agreement
of the two movements in their repudiation of
all traditional ideas as guides to social action.
The philosophies of both movements assert that
the material interests of society must- override
all considerations and they both endow society
with an absolute right over the minds of its
members,

In reply science demonstrates by its own life,
by the lif¢ which springs from it everywhere,
that society must undertake tasks only dimly
perceived and lying essentially beyond man's
comprehension,

Here is the writet’s conclusion, which is worth
ponteting: “When man's faith in human ideals
decays, he inevitably turns to the worship nf
power and material welfare, The destruction
of faith in our age was originally started by

It
was “like for like”: llke offence, like
punishment. If a life was taken, a
lite should be forfeited. If less than
a life was destroyed or iInjured,
then iess than a life should be re-
quired in punishment. The law ran:
“Life for life; eye for eye; tooth
for tooth; hand for hand; foot for
foot; burning for burning; wound
for wound; stripe for stripe.”
Punishment was welehed out
with equal sca’es. “Talis” meant
“such like”,, of such or the like kind
or quality. Hence its name, The
Lex Talionis; the law that there
should be the same kind of punish-
ment imposed uron the offender
as the offence he had committed.
The quality of punishement was al-
ways fitted to the crime. “Whoso
sheddeth man’s blo~d, by man shall
his blood be shed,” was at all
times regarded as a principle hav-
ing divine garction.

These penalties for offences were
not judicially inflicted; there were
no courts of Jjustice, no (ria.s, no
convictions. It was for the individ-
ual himself who was injured to
pursue his rights, and inflict the
punishment. By universal custcen
he was entitled to do to the ag-
gressor exactly what the aggressor
had cone to him. This was the
.aw, Thig was his right; this was
even his duty. In the most serious
case of all, that of murder, his
nearest blood-relation, the Aveng-
2r of Blood, not only had the right,
it was his sacred duty, to avenge
the deed. In the early stages of so-
ctety the (wmand for vengeance
was regarded as the most righteous
and sacred of all feelings; the man
who fa to exact vengeanoce
was regarded as devold of honour.
The Lex Talionis, retaliation or re-
tributive justice, was thus regul.
tive of private vengeance.

‘Transmissibility of Gulit

The idea of the transmissibility
of guilt, “visiting the iniquity of
the fathers upon the children,”
was for a time an added punish-
meyt which was not abolished un-
til later. Even the regularly con-
stituted courts of justice  which
later took over punishment from
the private avenger, in specially
grave cases inflicted capital pun-
ishment upon the children along
with thelr fathers, In a speclal de-
gree was blood-gulltiness heredit-
ary.
