RECORD AMOUNT OF COAL
MINED IN LAST YEAR

PITTSBURGH, Dec. 31.—A record-|
breaking tonnage, rise in prices and '
a big increase in overseas trade se- |
cured by the producers in this coun-
try marked the coal industry in the
United States during 1912, according
to 'a siimmary of the coal situation
appearing in to-day’s issue of the
Coal Trade Bnlletin, !

During the year, the total tonnage
of bituminous coal was 457,202,000
and of anthracite 82,500,000 tons "to-
talling 539,703,000 tons, _The total
in 1911 was " 496,188,308,

*Phe ¥Stal bituminous s coal . midéd
ih ‘Penrsylvania this year was 166,
000,000. In 1911 it amounted to 144,-
721,303. The total anthracite mined
in this State was 82,500,000 in 1912
and 90,464,067 in 1911

West Virginla and Illinois were se-
cond in bituminous coal tonnage with
57,000,000. .

Aside from the' stoppage of work
‘while the wage agreement was being
negotiated the anthracité branch, of
the trade had a uniformly good year.
Because of the increased cost to operw
ators an advance in the price of coal
was announced early in the year and
was - maintained throughout the re-
mainder of the twelve months.
Besides phenomenal tonnagé and
the extremely intense demand, the
year was marked by the highest price
paid for mining in the history of the
industry, $1 per ton. It also was
marked by the first really upward
trend of, prices for a namber of years.
