We can act accordingly if ]
arises.”

“And just how do you reckon it's
going to arise?”

Britain Plans
Trade Surplus

LONDON, Dec, 14 — (CP) —
Britain's trade experts are plan-
ning for £100,000,000 ($400,000-
000) surplus in the country’s bal-
ance of payments by 1952-53, the
last of the European Recovery
Program years,

Britain’s four-year recovery pro-
gram under the Marshal aid plan
already has been submitted to the
Organization of European Econ-
anic Co-operation in Paris. De-
tails will be made public by the
government next Tuesday.

The favorable trade balance pre-
dicted for 1952-53 compares with a
deficit of £634,750,000 last year and
a deficit this year at the rate of
£282,000,000 on the shcwing of the
first six months,

This is the econcmnic prospect
planned under the four-year pro-
gram:

By 1062-53 imports from the
western hemisphere will be cut to
£472,000,000. Last year they stood
at £721,250,000. Britain expects to
reduce her over-all visible trade
deficit from this year's rate of
£314,500,000 to £163,250.000 by the
end of ERP, She alms to expand
her invisible surplus from the an-
nual rate of £32.500,000 during the
first half of this year to £2€3,250,~
000 by 1962-53.

The balance of invisible trade
with the western hemisphere will
switch from a 1947 deficit of £119.-
000,000 to a surplus of £36,500,-
000 four years hence,

The net result would be a def-
feit of £72.750,000 in balance with
the western hemisphere, compar-
ed with £687,000,000 in 1947, and
at the annual rate of £393,000.000
on the showing of the first half of

this year.
But against the deficit of £72.-
750,000 with the western hemis-

phere Britain would have a sur-
plus of £172/750,000 with the east-
ern hemisphere,

Meanwhile a government report
on the first six months’ operation
of ERP. showed that Britain cut
the drain on her gold and dollar
reserves by more than 25 per cent
during the third quarter of
1948, The report also noted a
four-per-cent increase in the vol-
ume of exports.

During the September quarter
the gold and dollar deficit am-
ounted to £76,000.000 dcwn 20 per
cent from the £107,000,000 defielt
of the preceding three months

Here are targets set in the four-
year program:

Britain's export volume in 1852-
53 is to be 150 per cent of 1988:
import volume is to be slightly more
than last year but less ‘than be-
fore the war, British over-all pro-
duction is to bz 33 per cent more
than in .1938 with industrial pro-
duction up 40 per cent,

Nationa]l income is to be in-
creased by 12 per cent. British oil
companies are to double their
production. Steel ccsumption will
rise to 16.200,000 tons.
