TEXT:~ God so loved the world that He
gave His ouly begotten Son, that whoso~
ever believeth.in Him should not perish
but have everlasting life, John IIL 16,
Let us in the first place have clear ideas
of the words perish and everlasting life.
Perish maysay a great many things: it
may destroy ality, break up an organized
aArmy into units, lose aship at sea, or anni-
hilate a substance. It 15 translated lose
and lost in the fifteenth chapter of St.
Luke—the shepherd lost his sheep, the
woman her money, the prodigal son was
lost. Ta all these cases the lost was found
again, In the Romans it isa translated
destroy. When that state iakes place
that we call death, the physical compound
that weknosvasthe body begins to decom=
pose, that is, break up again into units.
Such a state of things may be expressed
by the word perish. Or to be separated
from the organization asa unit is to per-
ish, The shepherd’s sheep left- the flock,
the prodigal lefu his home, they both were
said to perish, To be out of harmony with
the nature of things isto perish., Men
are perishing now because of this. So far
as the words everlasting life are ooncern-
ed, they do not refer somuch to time as
to quality, Aristotle defined life as that
which guides matter in organizing.
