When
complete ghe loaded a cargo for
Halifax and then traded for a short
time between.Quebec, Halifax and
Boston. In ‘fact she 'was the first
British ship of the steam type to en-
ter the port of Boston. She was 176
feet in length, three mast schoon-
er rigged, of 1370 tons, and with
accommodation for about sixty pas-
sengers, She left Quebec for Lon-
don on August 5, 1833, and called
at Pictou for coal and some repairs
She saileq again on August 18 with
seven passengers. A terrific gale
was encountered on the Banks and
one of her engines was disabled so
that - the passage from Pictou to
London took twenty-five days. Ten
days after she reached her port she
was chartered by the Portuguese
