Report Liner
Burned with
Italian prisoners

BOSTON, Oct. 3 —(CP) —Crew
members of an American freighter
arriving here today after carrylng
a lend-lease eargo to FEgypt told
newspapermen that last July the
British liner Georgic burned for
three days at Suez, and that hun-
dreds of Italian prisoners were
trapped in the flames.

They said that during an axis
raid on Suez a bomber, shot down,
plunged headlong on the after-gun
crew of the Georgic, which had
been converted into an auxillary
cruiser. The plane exploded, they
said, starting a fire that raged
for three days, killing 138 crew
members and between 600 and 700
Itallan prisoners and leaving the
steamshir a total loss. They re-
ported three Italian generals per-
ished. (The admiralty announced
last August the Georgic had been
damaged, with one crew member
killed. The time and place were not
» given.)

They said that the attackers not
only dropped bombs but strewed
magnetic mines which British aur-
craft brought to the surface later,
to be retrieved and destroyed, simp-
ly by flying low back and forth a-
bove the harbor. They sald the
proximity of the metal plane bod-
fes to the water apparently brought
the mines to the surface.

The I. C. White's normal ocom-

The ship, built in 1928 at Ches-
ter, Pa, recently traded between
South American ofl ports and
Halifax but on her last trip was
bound from Curacao to Cape Town.

The I. C. White was the fourth
Panama flag ship owned by United
States interests to have been sunk
s'nce Aug. 17 when the Sessa was
torpedoed 300 miles southwest of
Iceland.

held as a national emergency war
reserve. (The carryover of wheat
at the end of July from the 1940-
41 crop year was 480,000,000 bush-
els—an all-time record.)

3. That, as from Aug. 1, 1941, all
sales of wheat be credited to
crop season 1941-42.

4. That the crop year 1941-42 be
declared an emergency year under
terms of the prairie farms assist-
ance act, lrrespective of
prices prevailing.
