This suspicion was expressed to-
day by Fire Chlef C. A cunning-
ham following the latest fire in a
serles of outbreaks. Four TSONS
lost their lives by suffocation in
dense smoke when flames swept
through part of a small tenement i
building early yesterday. ]

“gtartling similarities in the
fires in the city during the past
weeks seem to stugg‘%st ulm::c \m— \
mistakeably thal ere's -
cendiarist at large,” said Chief
Cunningham.

All evidence obtained by his de-
partment had been turned over to
the office of Fire Marshal H. H.'
McLellan, he added. The Fire
Marshal was out of town today
and couléi not be reached for a
statement,

Detective-Inspector P. . Biddis-
combe sald his department was in-
vestigating the possibility of arson.
“Several fires have looked sus-
piclous,” he stated.

V. E. Osborne, Moncton, special
agent for the investigation de-
partment of the Fire Underwriters
Association, has been in Saint
John for the past few days He de-
c'ined to make any comment.

Ohief cunningham sald most of
the recent fires here had started in
a woodshed or some ell of & house
without apparent reasonable cause,
The starting points had bheen on
easily accessible ground floors, all
the fires had occurred at about
the same hour, early in the morn-
ing, and all had been “quick” fires,
reaching an advanced stage -
fore firemen could arrive.
