Wyndham, whose declaration on the fis-
cal p licy has been awaited with consider-
able  interest spoke at Dover. He
announced himself as thorcugly in aceord
with Premier Balfour and Joseph Cham-
berlain in fiscal matters and he paid a
tribut= to the former Colonial Secretary as
‘‘the man who had seen the lack of wis-
dom of the Nation entering the commer-
cial lnts wishout arms and without
armor.”

Mr. Wyndhm said that the American
tariff of 1806 was the greatest prot:ction-

Frederick G. Tuttle, the treasurer of the
Banper of Light Publishing Company,
publishers of the Spirtualist organ, with
offiees at 204 Dartmouth street, Boiton,
was found in Lake Pentucket yest'rday.
In letters t> his fami'y at Needham and a
brother, Frank D. Tuttle, of Fitchburg,
mailed Bere at 11 o'clock yesterday, Mr.
Tua:tle communicated his in'ention of
committing suicide and said that his body
would be found ia the lake.

The suicide of Mr. Tuttle was a great
shock to a large circle of busines; asd
social acquaintsnces, and is generally

the mind followiag a -nervous collapse.
For a few days past Mr. Tuttle’s actions
had caused soms uneasiness on the part of
bis family, but what brought abcut his
mental breakdown is not gemerally
koown. Frank D. Tuttle said tomnight
that his brother had recently interested
himself in a large financial undertaking
that promised to make him independently
rich. The failure of the scheme to mater-
ializ2, 8s he had hoped,Mr.Tutcle thought,
affecte 1 his brother's mind.

Yesterday morning Mr. Tuttle left his
home o:tensibly for his office in Boston,
and at that tim: had said or done nothing
which caused his family to believe that
he planned a despera'e act.
