The brutalitiss alleged to have
been inflicted on prisoners under
his control earned Yoshida the re-
putation of being one cf the most
hard-boiled of ali Japanese camp
commanders. According to the re-
cord, the crimes of which he Is ac-
cused took place from August, 1943,
to February 1944

During that time, there were 69
deaths resulting from neglect of
sick and injured and maltreatment
of others. Ther: were several other
deaths shortly after Yoshida's de-
parture for which he is also being
held responsible

Refugee Jews
Cyprus Bound
Despite Protest

» By CARTER L. DAVIDSON

JERUSALEM, Nov. 11— (AP)—
Despite screams of protest and
some physical resistance 1,279
Jewish ' refugees were transferred
at Haifa today from the almost
foundering immigrant ship San
Dimitrio to British deportation
vessels bound for deterntion camps
on Cyprus. The ships were on
their way tonight, an announce-
ment sald.

In a new tactic agalnst the
British  deportation policy, one
Palestina, . Jew succeeded in ob-
taining & writ of habeas corpus in
the Palestine supreme court for
his brother, one of the immigrants
aboard the ship. The court ord-
ered a hearing 'expected to test
the legality of sending uncertified
immigrants to Cyprus.

(In London an authoritative
government source said the Brit-
ish Colonial Office had instructed
the Palestine administration to
release about 700 Jews, includirg
top Jewish agency leaders, from
the Latrun detention camp, where
they had been held since last
June.)

The only major violence report-
ed in the Holy Land today was
an attack on two office clerks in
Tel Aviv by three masked gun-
men who escaped with satchels
containing $12,000.

Killed in the last three days, in-
cluding two killed Thursday night
when their truck hit a road mine
near the all-Jewish city of Tel
Aviv.

Preceding the transfer of the
fiamigrants from the San Dimit-
rio, 2,000 Jews left a mass meet-
ing in Haifa and marched on bar-
ricades thrown up In the port
area of British troops.

The 2,000 marchers were part
of the 60000 Jews in Haifa who
