Jamai marriage rate, which
ped an  abnormal height in the
first two years after the carthquake,
has settled down to " sore normal
proportions accor te a Colonial
Office report, ch goes on to state
that the rise referred to was due to
the emotional effect of the calam-
ity.

Mr John Willis Slau_e:'
incnt Doctor of Philosoph
ed the opinion to the Daily Sketch
yesterday that the ‘expianation given
in the report was very likely to be a
true one.

“It is a very interestinggpoint,”’ he
added, ‘“but I have no statistica on
the subject at all. 1 should like to
know the experience of the people in
America after 'the San  Francisco
earthquake. :

‘““The birth rate is always affected
by national calamities such as fam-
ine and war, and it may be that
the marriage rate is raised by the
same cause., Frederick the Great was
once reproached for depopulating his
empire by his frequent wars, but he
knew how the birth rate was aflected
by the emotional nnr of the peo-
ple, and silenced his critics by remin-
ding them of the fact.

‘I am not prepared to say that the
earthqualic would have the same ei-
fect on the marriage rate, but it is
quite likely to do so, I should think.
One’s frame of mind and mental at-
titude to things in general would be
materially influenced by living next
door to a volcano, for instance,
but it is a mere speculation to say
how.

““I gshould not say the people living
in close proximity to such danger
would become gallous in their out-
look on life in general. It would be
more likely to engender an attitude
of fatalism, in my opinion, It might
follow that such people would be in-
clined to regard their matrimonial
ventures le#s  seriously than those
who feit that their lives were more
secure, although I hardly see the con-
nection.

‘‘People are more excitable and un-
stable at times of war and of nation-
al disaster generally. They eufier a
great emotional stress of feelings,
and it may be, although [ am far
from saying it is, that they fly to
matrimony as a natural antidote to
this excitement. They would do so, of
course quite naturally, and would be
unable to assign any reason for their
actions themselves.

““However that may be, it i8 an

acknowledged fact that profound em-}
otional disturbances are quite cer-
tain at all times to affect all the re-
lations of life—especially if those dis-
turbances are of lasting character.'
