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An Associated Press tabulation
placed the number on strike dur-
ing the afternoon at 199,200, out
of 649,600 normally employed in the
three main sections of the indus-
try—cotton, silk and wool.

Francis J. Gorman, chairman of
the union's strike committee as-
serted the number was “easily 300.-
000" and declared the strike “has
exceeded our expectations.”

George A. Sloan, President of the
Cotton Textile Institute, and Peter
Van Homn, chairman of the silk
code authority, said today’s response
stamped the walkout as a failure.

“what the test has disclosed thus
far—above all other things,” sald
Sloan, “is that a great majority of
the workers in the colton industry
are not in sympathy with the strike
and desire to remain at their
places.”

Reported Exiled Nazis
Planning Another
Attack On Austria—
Public Buildings
Guarded.

VIENNA, Sept. 4—A new Nazi
scare today sent reenforcements
for Austrian patrols along the
Yugoslav border hustling to the
frontier.

The move followed reports that
Nazis exiled in the neighboring
country since their abortive putsch
in July were planning to recross
the border for another attack.

First reports said troops were
sent to the border but officials at
Klagenfurt, capital of Carinthia,
said only members of the auxiliary
defence corps were moved up.

Special guards were placed at
all public buildings in Carinthia,
the province nearest Yugoslavia,

but late this evening all remained
quiet,

Automatic Shotgun Is
Weapon Used In
Horrible Slaughter.

FULTON. Ill, Sept. 4—Five per-
sons were killed, another seriously
wounded and two others were miss-
ing and believed slain tonight
when a man police identified as
Fred Blink, 45, of Fulton, turned
an automatic shotgun upon them
at a farm house a mile south ot
here.

The known dead:

John Hamilton, Fulton Farmer;
Harry Menje. Fulton; Mrs. Tim H.
Corrick, Jr.,, Des Moines, Ia.; a Mrs.
Walters of Fulton; an unidentified
man about 70 years old.

Blink was captured after a gun
! battle with a Fulton policeman at
the approach to the Mississippl Riv-
er bridge here. He was wounded
in the face. An unidentified man
had been seriously wounded by
Blink's shotgun just before he was
captured.

Four of the bodies were found in
a welter of blood in the Hamilton
ferm house. The body of Hamilton
was found at the foot of the bridge
where Blink was captured.

Elink was fvken to the Clinton,
 Towa. hospital. He told police he,
had killed seven perscns which led,
them to believe that Lee Hamil'on.
brother. of one of the victims, and
Fred Zuiden mizht also have fal-
len under Blink's shotgun.

Police went to Blink's heme in
Fulton where they questioned his
wife to seek a possible motive for
the killings.

According to police, Mrs. Blink
isald her husband cperated the
Hamilton farm jointly with Hamil-
ton. She said Hamilton had owed
Elink money for a long period and
that when he left the house this
morning he told her he was “going
to do something about that money”.

Archduke Otto
To Wed Princess
Maria Of Italy

VIAREGGIO, Italy, Sept. 4—It-
aly’s king and queen met Austria's
erstwhile empress quietly here today,
and decided to link the two dynas=
ties in matrimony.

The Royal conclave, it was learn=
ed, approved the engagement of
Archduke Otto, Hapsburg pretender
to the Austrian throne, to Princess
Maria, youngest daughter of King
Victor Emanuel and Queen Elena of
Italy.

No formal announcement of the
oft-rumored engagement was issued,
but Felix, prince consort of the
Grand Duchess of Luxembourg who
is visiting former Empress Zita of
Austria here, confirmed to the As-
sociated Press the fact that the
match had been made.
