truce.

Mr, Podoski grew eloquent in his
description of the defence of War-
saw by his fellow countrymen, With
a minimum of defence weapons, the
people of that city fought against
the heaviest of odds although com-
pletely surrounded by enemies.
Women and children took part in
the heroic defence of the nation's
capital which was finally captured
when it was useless to think of
fighting for it any longer. As many
as 500 fires were burning there at,
one time. German planes, some of
them with women as gunners, ma-

chine-gunned wcmen and children

in the bread lines. Only when their
ammunition finally
the defenders give up.

Fight Goes On

However, Mr. Podoski pointed out,
the fight still goes on, Poles are
still fighting with the Allies. They
took part in the Battle of France
and displayed the utmost of cour-
age in the Battle of Britain, As-
sembling from all parts of the
world, the Poles have built' up an
army of 200,000 men in England,
fifth largest in the world, With
the R. A. F. donig a magnificent
Job, are 12,000 Polisth airmen.

Of the 207,000 dead victims of
Nazi brutality in nine countries,
200,000 were Poles, This s the
price his fellow countrymen have
paid for not producing a Quisling
