Told Hitler

NEW YORK, Sept. 9 — (AP) —
Following is the text of a telegram
from Marshal Pletro Badoglio to
Hitler as broadcast by the Rome
Radio and recorded ay by the
U. S. Foreign Broadcast Intellig-
ence Service:—

When I took over the govern-
ment at the moment of crisis
brought about by collapse of the

Fascist Regime, my first decision
and my first appeal which I add-
ressed to the Italian people were
for continuation of the war to de-
fend Italian territory against the
4mminent danger of foreign invas-

I did not hide from myself the
very grave situation in which Ttaly
found herself, her poor chances of
resistance and the immense sacri-
fices she would be yet called upon
to_make.

1943 Peak Year

The minister termed 1943 the year
of “peak production” and said that
in the year ended Sept. 1, expendi- ]
ures on war production totalled
$3,094,000,000.
