SPA, BELGIUM, July 8—The
joint Allied-German conference on
the terms of the peace treaty
reached another critical point to-
day.

Nonsensical Story
. About Pres. Wilson

LONDON, July 8-—The rumor
that President Wilson has recelv-
ed a letter from all the members
of the League of Nations urging
him to accept the Presidency 18
entirely without foundation and
even nonsensical in view of the
tact that it 18 fmpossible to appoint
him permanent president of the
League under the terms of the
covenant. This was the answer
tonight of a prominent official of
the League of Nations to an in-
quiry as to certaln rumors cabled
from America. A story, sald my
{nformant, probably arose from the
fact that correspondence actually
had been going on between League
members and President Wilson,
requesting him to convene the first
meeting of the Assembly of the
League at Brussels next Novem-
ber.
