MINNEAPOLIS, July 20.—An om-
inous tenseness pervaded Minne-
apolis tonight as an aftermath of a
stubborn battle between striking
truck drivers and police convoying a
truckload of merchandise in which
one man was killed and 50 wounded.

A military censorship immediately
clamped down over the identity of
the dead man and his affiliation as
well as another zaid by Adjutant
General E, A. Walsh to have been
wounded probably fatally near the
Closum Bergen Company when pick-
ets of the strikers attacked a police-
escorted truck in defiance of union
orders that no truaks move,

Several hours later it was announ-
ced that the dead man was a strik-
er but his name was not given out.
Otto Lefdahl, another striker, was so
seriously wounded that relatives
were summoned (o his bedside.

Walsh's guardsmen moved in force
into the contested area near the
market place where two special po-
lice were killed in the 11-day strike
of truck drivers last May.

Thirty-four hundred guardsmen
were ordered into the city. Gover-
nor Floyd B. Olson, who has tried
since the walk-out Monday night to
settle the strike, considered declaring
martial law.

Forty-eight men, sgveral of them
merely spectators of the vicioys clash
between strikers and police. were
taken to hospital with wounds.
Thirty-five others nursed beaten
heads.

Two policemen, Sergeant Austin
Brannon, 8, and patrolman John
Green were among the casualties.
Brannon was slugged. Green was
shot in the leg.

PREMIER TAKES
COTTAGE NEAR
THE SEA

Ramsay MacDonald
Anticipates Pleas-
ant Two Months
Stay In Maritimes—
Must Be Back At
Desk By Sept. 20.

(C. P, By Guardian’s Special Wire)

DIGBY, N. 8, July 20—An ocean
separating him from the cares of
state, Prime Minister J. Ramsay
MacDonald of Great Britain rested
tonight in a cottage near the sea.
Home affairs and the complexities
of international relations he hoped
to forget as he sought relaxation
and renewed health in his vaga-
bond journey through the Canad-
lan Maritimes.

He came to Nova Scotia today
for the first time, accompanied
only by his daughter Ishbel and a
secret service man from Scotland
Yard. They were travelling simply
and without ceremony, and it was
a simple welcome to Nova Scotia
they received as they came ashore
after a trip across the Bay of
Fundy from Saint John.

On the voyage across the fog-
shrouded bay, Mr. MacDonald talk-
ed in a general way of conditions
in the Old Country. “Great Brit-
ain’s remarkable economic recov-
ery,” he sald, “has been brought
about by a united national effort
and honest politics, by facing the
situation resolutely and by not be-
ing afraid to ask sacrifices for the
attainment of great national ends.”

But he warned against narrow
nationalism. It was, he asserted, a
“misdirection of group pride and
self respect,” brought on perhaps
by “a miss-reading of history.”

About world affairs the Prime
Minister had nothing to say ex-
cept to offer the opinion that the
world was travelling at too fast a
pace. “People must learn to play
as well as work,” he declared.

And Mr. MacDonald himself
plans to follow the precept. For the
next two months he and his daugh-
ter will be wandering through the
Maritimes, stopping wherever fan-
cy dictates. It will be the Prime
Minister’s first real holiday In
years, and he plans to divorce him-
self entirely from official dutles
during his stay in Canada.

In keeping with this attitude,
his reception here this morning
was extremely simple. Without for-

TOURIST POST

New Head of Domin-
ion Bureau Was For-
merly Director Of
The N. B. Tourist Of-
fice.

(C. P. By Guardian's Special Wire)

OTTAWA, July 20—The appoint-
ment of D. Leo Dolan, to be direct-
or of the newly formed Federal
Tourist Bureau was announced to-
day by Hon. R. J. Manion, Minister
of Railways and Canals, under
whose department the bureau is to
be operated. Mr. Dolan has for
some years been director of the
Bureau of Information and Tourist
Travel in New Brunswick.

No large expenditures would be
made on tourist advertising this
year, Dr. Manion explained. Two
advisory councils probably would
be set up later, one of civil servants
and a national council of persons
outside the service.

In a statement issued today Dr.
Manion explained that at a con-
ference held in his office and at-
tended by Senator W. H, Dennis,
Halifax, chairman of the Senate
committee on tourist traffic, var-
ious details of the federal tourist
bureau organization were discussed
and agreed upon. Senator Dennis
had been called to Ottawa for the
purpose of discussing with the
Minister of Railways certain re-
commendations which the Senate
committee had presented to the
government.

Following the conference Dr.
Manion announced that the staff
to be set up at once would oonsist
of a federal director of tourist traf-
fic, to be assisted by a secretary.
This will probably be the whole
permanent staff, in order to retain
for publicity purposes as much of
the appropriation as possible.

It was felt that in view of the
fact that many tourist organiza-
tions throughout Canada had al-
ready completed their advertising
and publicity schedules for 1934
and that for the most part the
tourist appeal from this country
had been generously made in news-
papers, magazines and other per-
fodicals, the federal tourist bureau
would not need to make, at the
present time, any large expenditure
of money for advertising and pub-
lcity.

Pacific Coast

SAN FRANCISCO, July 20.—More
rioting, threats of another general
strike, and the possibility of addi-
tional military rule overhung the
Pacific Coast today despite the ab-
andonment of labor's mass walkout
in the San Francisco area.

In Seattle, a terrific gas attack by
300 policemen personally led by May-
or Charles L. smith drove 2,000 pick-
ets from a strike-blockaded section
of the waterfront.

Hundreds were affected by the in-
tensified barrage of tear and nausea
gas. A score of policemen were hurt,
The pickets cared for then own in-
jured and refused to
casualties.

Aroused labor forces and 1,100
mobilized national guardsmen faced
each other from still widely separa-
ted lines in Portland. The workers
muttered threats of a mass walkout.

On the outcome of attempts to
open the strikebound port of Port-
land with non-union workers behind
heavily armed police lines rested the
crisis in the Oregon City.

Portland shipping interests gath-
ered workers and moved them to a
dock to load the first steamship
there in 73 days. Ninety policemen
pushed back 150 Maritime strike
pickets a block and a half away from
the piers. The only violence at the

Militiamen, mobilized last night by
order of Governor Julius L, Meier to
prevent “bloodshed and loss of life.”

Labor leaders previously promised

York they would withhold plans for
a general strike of 32,000 organized
unionites pending the outcome of
negotiations in Ban Francisco for
ending a 73-day old strike of long-
shoremen and marine workers.

The determination of shippers to
work cargo in view of the easing of
the coast strike situation generally
led to the extra police preparations
in the Oregon City and the Gover-
nor ordered the militia to prepare
against trouble.

Climaxing the negotiations, Sena-
tor Wagner flew today from Port-
land to San Francisco to work with
the federal naitonal longshoremen'’s
board toward settlement by arbitra-
tion of the long, violence-flecked
strike. He said he had received as-
surances that labor there would “re-
main calm.”

The rest of the San Francisco
metropolitan area meanwhile was
returning to normal. But 2,800 car-
men of the Market Street Railway
still declared they were on strike be-
cause of separate grievances. The
2,500 teamsters went back to their
Jobs to move everything but water-
front cargo. They arranged to vote
tonight on whether to handle goods
from the docks.

As Wagner arrived here Johnson
left for Los Angeles. The adminis-
trator said he expected an answer in
the southern city tonight from the
ship owners as to whether they
would submit the waterfront strike
trouble to arbitration. Johnson said
he would return to San Francisco
tomorrow,

At the same time the joint marine
strike committee representing coast
longshoremen and Maritime workers
formally declared their way out “is
continuing and is stronger today
than ever.”

The committee expressed its “sin-
cere appreciation to the entire labor
movement for its tremendous show
of unity.
