SHORTACE OF FOOD
1N GERMANY

LONDON, June 20—Evidence of
increasing economic pressure in Ger-
many and Austria, due to the, Allies
blockade, comes from various sources.
The Daily Telegraph’s Rotterdam cor-
respondent says:—

The Berlin meat ration for the weék,
beginning yesterday is 10% ounces a
head as compared with 123% ounces
last ‘week. The official explanation
is the number of cattle at its disposal
will be smaller this week than last,
but the truth is that in the latter pe-
riod very many people were unable to
obtain the quantity to which their
meat cards entitled them.

The shortage of potatoes continues.
