ROTARIANS IN SESSION,

ll':n dele, " my—,“no 0
Bates to the Natlonal Con-
ference of Social Workers now being
held on the Steel Pier, and other con.
ventions of a national character in
session here this ,week have express-
ed themselves as tavorable to the re-
sort for the 1920 ‘convention of the
International Association of Rotary
Clubs. The only exceptions to this
have been on the part of delegates
who are identified with the Rotary
Clubs in other cities competing for
the Convention.
The visitors were woll represented
at the weekly luncheon of the local
Rotary Club and.in addressing it up-
on invitation of President J. S. Logue
there was, a striking unanimity of
opinfon that Atlantic City would be
an ideal place for holding the. 1920
sessions. They based their declara -
tions on the fact that the resort has
the accommodations to which Rotari-
ans are accustomed and can entertain
the convention, regardless. of how
many delegates attend ' it, without
crowding into bedrooms more than
their normal capacity, They were in-
formed that 9,500 rooms with baths,
includipg 3,000 rooms in heach-front,
and 6,600 rooms in side avenue hotels
will be reserved by the local conven-
tion committee of Atlantic City is se-
lected. These facilities would ac-
commodate over 10,000. The delight-
ful climate, the average temperature
for fifty years having been 66 degrees,
impressed the visitors.
The Atlantic City delegation : that
will carry the invitation to the In-
ternational Association will start for
Salt Lake City convention next Tues-
day with the other clubs of the Fifth
District of Rotary who are all co-op-
erating in the contest. They will
assemble at Harrisburg, Pa.,, 125
strong, to make the trip on a special
train.  Chairman Joseph McNamee,
of the 1920 Convention Executive
Committee, left on Thursday to pre-
pare for the arrival in Salt Lake
City of the big contingent. In his
capacity as City Commissioner, Dr.
Underwood Cochran, also a delegate
to the International Convention from
the local club, will carry an official
invitation from the City Commission,
signed. by Mayor Harry Bachrach.
Headquarters of the Atlantic City
party will be established in the Hotel
Utah, where an exhibit of what the
resort has to offer in the way of ho-
tels, Boardwalks, rolling chairs, bath-
ing, yachting, the muncipal airport
where delegates who go in for avia-
tion can land with their machines,
and the diversions peculiar to a sea-
shore resort, will be held. The ex-
hibit will include moving pictures of
resort life in all seasons.
Rolling chairs such as are seen
daily in a never ending stream on the
Boardwalk have been sent to Salt
Lake City and will be placed at the
disposal of the ladies attending the
convention. - They will be. propelled
by uniformed attendants.
Atlantic City and the Fifth District
point to the fact that no Internation-
al Convention has been held on the
eastern seaboard, and urge that the
east needs the inspiration that can
be had from such a gathering of Rot-
arians. The conventions heretofore
have been held, in the south, middie
west or far west.

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TURKS TORTURED, BURNED AND
SLEW CHRISTIAN RACES

Rome, June 13.—The people of
Armenia, Syria and Turkey are most
eager that the - United States shall
have the League of Nations mandate
‘for their countries, declared Bishop H
H. Fout, ot Indianapolis, the head of
one section of the American Cor-
mission for Rellef in the Near East,
who arrived in Rome today on his way
to the United States. Bishop Fout,
who belongs to the United Brethren
Church, was. accompanied by seven-
teen other members of his commission.

“These people,” he added, “in thelr
present appalling condition cry out for!
the United States. America is thoxr]
first choice, with Great Britain qec]
ond. Turkey by her inhuman treat.|
ment, in my opinion, has lost the right
to be intrusted with authority to rule.

“From warious estimates 1 have
reached the conclusion that out of the
Armenian nation of three million al
the outbreak of the war one million
were massacred. The condition ‘of
the remainder is most appalling.

“There is plenty of mute evidence in
the hundreds of thousands of skelctons
scattered throughout the Turkish Em-
pire that the Turks sought to exterm:
inate the Armenians. The Armenians
were driven like herded cattle from
one locality to another until they were
exhausted by tortures and torments of
unbelievable character. In addition
the Turks sought to wipe out the
clergy of Armenian. Only eight out of
forty- four bishops survive, while only
ten per cent. of the clergy is living to-
day."”

The Rev. Paul F. B. Chapell of Nash-
ville, Tenn., told the correspondent of
what he had seen in travelling from
Port Said to Aleppo.

“Poverty is most profound, although
the prospecte for the next harvest are
good,” said Mr. Chapell. “Even at
the present time the people fall doad
in.the streets from the effects of Turk-
ish treatment. (Colonel Hawker, the
British commander at Belrut, told me
he thought it would be found that only
thirty per cent of the Armenians are
living when final accounts are taken.

“The Turkish plan was to take all
the able-bodjed men anqg tie them up.
Then they would torture them by cut-
ting their flesh and burhing the
wounds. Finally they would cut off
their heads in the presence of thelr
wives and children.”

A large number of photographs tak-
en in Armenfa, showing piles of skulls
and skeletons and pictures of deformed
children and tortured women, were
shown the correspondent by the Rev.
‘Samuel T. Bartlett, of Toronto, Can-
ada, a member of the committee who
penetrated into Kastern Turkey.

“At Ourfa,” Mr. Bartlett said, “1
saw a deep well filled with skulls of
Armenians. There must have been
several thousand. At Malatee there
is a pit containing thousands of skel-
etons. The Turks also took all the
babies in the town and threw them
{into the river untfl it overflowed its
{ banks. They let out the priests, put
red hot iron shoes on their feet, tied
them to wagons and forced them to
walk long distances. The finger and
toe nails of the priests were pulled out
and the priests finally were compelled
to say the rites over the dead.”

Able and hard-working, honor-
able and unselfish, unassuming and
kindly, he was one who was always
anxious to do a publlc or private
gervice without asking or expecting
any reward except the satisfaction of
his own conscience and the goodwill

Mr. Gundy, a Toronto man, Sir Hor-
misdas Lajorte, of Montreal, and Mr,
George F. Galt, of Winnipeg, consti-
tuted the War Purchasing Commission
of Canada.

OTTAWA, June 14, — A telegram
from Mayor Black, of Regina, was re-
ceived by the Cost of Living Commit-
tee on the Commons this morning,
The Mayor stated that a public meet-
ing held last night was unanimous in
desiring to co-operate with the Par-
liamentry Committee.

Chairman Nicholson announced
that the Department of Justice had
found itself unable to release W. F.
O'Connor, K. C., the former Cost cf
Living Commissioner, to act as coun-
sel for the Committee.

B. C. Drury and W. O. Good wore
present representing the United Far-
mers of Ontario.

Mr. Good said he had been in the
business of making butter but five
years ago had to go out of it owing
to the scarcity of labor.
