Not more that 20 ounces of solid
food was allowed on week days and
22 ounces on Sunday. The paticnts
between 60 and 70 years of age, strict-
ly adhered to the diet prescribed, and
between May and Christmas, 1909,
their weights fell from 256 to 180
pounds and 248 to 188 pounds.

WIRING A WEAK AORTA.

To watch the surgeons coil thirty-
two feet of wire into the walls of his
aorta, was the remarkable experi-
ence of Robert Campbell, formerly
an engineer on the Salt Lake Rail-
road. When brought to the hospital
in Octoher, the patient was told by
the physicians that he could not live
intil Christmas, as he was suffering
‘rom an aneurism or weakening and
rupture of the aorta, the large art-
ery leading directly from the heart.
In the hope of saving his life, this
remarkable operation was performed,
of inserting aluminum bronze wire in
such a way that it would coil within
the walls of the aorta, This feat was
accomplished without the aid of an-
aesthetics, and the patient not only
watched the four surgeons who at-
tended him, but actually helped coil
the thirty-two feet of wire which was
inserted. The size of the wire when
coiled like a spring was nearly  as
large as a small football, and the
clotted blood forming around this
coil was expected to develop into tis-
sue.

It practically wipes out the power
of the upper chamber to kill legisla-
tion from the commons by providing
that all bills become law which the
common W as sent to the lords for
their successive sessions ‘‘in a period;
of time not

MEMORABLE

less than two years,’
and which has been three times re-
jected or not disposed of.

To insure the control of finance by
the commons, and settle the issue
which the lords raised when they re-
jected the Lloyd-George budget, the
bill provides that any money biil
which the upper chamber does not
pass within one month after it is
gent up from the lower house, shall,
with the,royal assent, become law.

‘The speaker of the commons is
given final authority to decide whe-
ther any measure deals only with
taxation, appropriations and loans,
and is properly a money bill. The
last, and not the least' important
provision, reduces the life of a par-
liament - from seven years -to five.

These provisions on the bill embody
only part of the liberals’ proposals
regarding the lords. In the preamble
is the statoment:

‘‘And, whereas, it is intended to
substitute for the house of lords
as it at present exists a second
chamber constituted on a popular,
instead of hereditary basis, but
such substitution cannot be im-
mediately brought into opera-
tion.”’

On the part of the labor and Irish
members objections to the preamble
have been krought forward. 'These
extreme enemies of the lords are for
a single chamber government, they
oppose the reform of the upper house
by changing it to an elective hody
and would have the liberal party
drop the preamble from the bill.

There seems little doubt, however,
that the government will introduce the
bill as it stands, and that it will be
passed after a comparatively short
debate by the combined votes of lib-
eral, labor and Irish members, and
sent up to the lords for their action.

When the lords receive the bill the
real struggle will begin. Their poliey
is not yet disclosed, nor even formu-

lated, Tor their part the lords
already have committed themselves
to a different plan of reform. They

adopted in the last parliament, af-
ter the question became an issue, g
resolution framed by Lords Lans-
downe -and Rosebery. Tne former de-
clared ‘the lords prepared to forego
