. Live Hog Marketing

_Sir,—As there now appears to
be a desire on the part of a con-
siderable number of producers to
sell their hogs)alive, we will pur-
chase at our/plant, and also at
Central Country points, live hogs,
announcing more definite arrange
ments later.

If selling live hogs rather than
dressed, is to be generally adopt:
ed, we think it wise at the outset
to offer some suggestions which
we consider from experlence are
of vital importance if this method
is to be established on a proper

asis.

First. Hogs, no matter what the:
weight, should be well fed and
properly finished to uphold the
reputation of Island .Pork Pro-
ducts, and command the‘ highest
price from the consumers.

The best weights, as
decided upon by a committee at
Ottawa, composed of producers,
Government officials and packers,
are from 170 to 220 lbs. alive at
country points for well ~ fed and
properly finished hogs.
This grade will
command the highest prices
simply because the consumer will
pay higher prices for the product
cut from those hogs than for any
other weights or grades, conse-
quently every' effort should be
made by the producer to produce
this grade.

Second: The custom of stuffing,
or éven feeding, hogs the morning
before marketing shouid '.be dis-
contirued. It is unfair even to the
hog. It is not a square deal be-|;
tween the buyer and seller, and
it must of necessity reflect itself
in the price the buyer can pay as
compared with other markets,
such as Ontario where this custom
does not prevail. In other words,
if hogs were fasted a proportion-
ally better price could be paid, the
hogs would reach the packer in
much better condition, and the
meats reach the consumer with
less loss. This would tend to es-
tablish live hog prices on a prop
