RUSSIANS GAPTURE
GERMAN POSITIONS

(Special to the Guardian.)

PETROGRAD, Jan. 17.—An official
statement reads: Our detachments,
after artillery preparation, gained by
storm the village of Vadeni ten versts
gsouth west of Galatz, the enemy hav-
ing received reinforcements and as-
sisted by an artillery fire himself,
took the offensive with the object of
regaining the village. His dense for-
mationg which eame under our con-
centrated fire, suffered’ great losses,
and failed to reach our trenches. Our

* Another gallant Prince Edward
Island boy, Sergeant W. G. Bruce, son
of Mr. A. W. Bruce, of Red Point, ar-
rived on the Island yesterday, and
came to Charlottetown by the mail
train from Georgetown.

He was received at the station by
a guard of honor from the overseas
drafts under command of @ Major
Leigh; Mayor Brown, Mr. James Pa-
ton, M.L.A., representi?g the Patri-
otic Society, and other! citizens. As
he alighted from the train rousing
cheers greeted him, and he was es-
corted to a carriage and conveyed to
the city hall, where, surrounded by
the soldiers and quite a number of
citizens, briet but pretty addresses
of welcome were delivered by Mayor
Brown, Mr. Paton and Major Leigh.
Owing to the fact that Sergt. Bruce is
atill quite lame, and unable to walk
without the aid of crutches, the re-
ception was not held in the upper
part of the building.

His Worship, Mayor Brown, said:
“We are assembled here to meet a
aero from the front, and we are cer-
Lainly proud to receive you. We can
13sure you that we feel deeply for
rou because of the wounds you have

His wisdom will see fit to heal your
wounds and Trestore you to enjoy
health and strength once more, whe-
ther it be to return to the front or
resume your peaceful avocation in
your native land.”

Our province
owes a deep debt of gratitude to such
noble men as yourself, and 1 hope
you will live long and see many hap-

Major Leigh, on behalf of the as-
sombled overseas reinforcements al-
so extended a hearty welcome and
hoped® that Sergeant Bruce would
speedily recover from his wounds.
The returned hero was then intro-
duced to Sergeant Delaney and oth-
ors, and also had the pleasure of
mmeeting Captain George H. Campbell,
who had been a patient with him in
namsgate Hospital. After - more
cheers for Sgt. Bruce'and the singing
of the National Anthem the returned
soldier was conveyed by carriage to
the home of Mr. D. A. Bruce, to
whom he is related.

Seen by a Guardian reportei’ yes-
terday afternoon, Sgt. Bruce very
courteously gave a brief outline of his
war caréer. He had been in the west
‘or thirteen years, and held a posi-
t'on in the Grain Exchange at Winni-
peg at the outbreak of the war, and
immediately responded to the call to
srms, enlisting ag a gunner on Aug.
10th, 1914 in the famous 13th Bat-
tery. A detachment of fifty from
that battery left with the First Con-
tingent, being later attached' to the
Third Brigade, C. F. A. Headquart-
ors Staff. The first fighting in which
he~took part was in the middle of
February at Sailly.. He took part in
the heavy action at Neuve Chappelle
and 'the second battle at Ypres, re-
ceiving his' first wound there on April
15th, 1916, from a rifle bullet, which
struck ‘him in the ankle. He was
only incapacitated a few days by
this wound and on:April 22nd, at St.
Julien, ﬂgot another,—a fragment of
ghell inflicting ‘a painful wound in his
side, which, however, only kept him

of eighty feet, over a hedge, landing
in some shrubbery, which doubtless
broke the fall and helped saved his
life. He was lying there five and a
half hours unconscious when he g&
found, While lying helpless on the
ground a piece of shrapnel shattered
both his ankles, and went through
both hands. Sgt. Bruce spent twenty
months in three hospitals, the Royal
Herbert, Woolwich, SHorncliffe Mili-
tary Hospital, and the Granville Spe-
cial Hospital at Ramsgate, and speaks
highly of the treatment received in
each. By the skillful treatment re-
ceived two and a half imches of fract-
ured bone were removed from each
ankle without injuring a muscle, ahd
the bones made to fit perfectly. As
the result of this operation Sgt. Bruce
is two and a half inches shorter in
stature than before, He looks _the
picture of health today, and hopes
soon to have the complete use of his
limbs again.

His' promotion to sergeant from
gunner was given him on the field,
the man whose place he took having
been killed by an explosion.

Sgt. Bruce says the general impres-
sion in England is that the war will
end by August. He says that al-
though the price of everything'is very
high in England at present, the peo-
ple are in good' spirits and confident
of ultimate victory. The Sergeant
leaves this afternoon for his home in
Red Point.
