‘Lemont-
ations for the dead, the dying 'md‘
the lost are continvous, ma ing
the nights - hideous. Shanghai
might.be called a ‘“city of dread!ul
night.”

Some refugee housewives have a
few basins and pans salvaged from |
‘ruins  of their 'bombed hoemes.
Some have a tattered blanket. But |
most of these shivering. he'pless
humans have only the flimsy sum- |
mer clothes they were wearng
when they first fled from their
homes.

The refugees sleep in ghifts, for
few families have encugh space in
which to lie down all at a time.

Beds being non-ex‘stent, 2500
refugees sleep in coffins. The in-
mates consider themselves lucky.
They have roofs over their heads
and the coffins are dry.

For more than 20 vears I gsaw
as a correspondent of the Associ-
ated Press, massed migrations of
refiigees in a score of FEuropean
countries, in Asia, in Africa .and
the Far East, with all their at-
tendant  suffering. misery and
privations. But nowhere have I

, through the darkened streets and
dingy alleys, I tripped over shad-
owy forms of these famished, dis-
‘ tracted people, sleeping in rows,
with only the stone pavement as a
bed and sheet or a piece of mat-
ting as cover.
