Sees Fur Trade
Continuing On
Large Scale

“There is little doubt m my
mind that trade for furred skins
will continue as heretofore on a
large scale,” Mr, Jack Ashford, re-
presentating Anning, Chadwick &
Kiever, London, England said last
n!ght It was the “intention of
in London as.far as pos-
slble to carry on in a normal man-
ner and even try to do better
than has been the case during the
last two or three very difficult
years,” the speaker continued.
As one example of what was go-
ing on in England Mr. Chadwick
pointed out many t.hcyusamc‘s of
girls had recently found employ-
ment in armament factories and
other essentin! war work. No doubt
they would svend some of their
earnings on furs, as they did in
the last war, the speaker believed.
The present price of silver fox
skins “will be within their reach,
and world fashions will tndoubted-
ly continue to advertise the pro-
found beauty of the skin, and
create widespread encouragement to
facilitate the scale in numerous
quarters.”
London auctions would be held
throughout the 1939-40 season as
advertised, and it was certain the
usual quota of foreign crders would
be available from Scuth America,
France and other countries.

Apples Assume
Many Disguises
To Win Markets

OTTAWA, Dec. 1—The rosy red
apples which have been a symbol
of Canada on the United Klngdom
msrket for so ma.ny years have

many now
th ag the

on the Canadian market.
Boats to carry Canadian  goods
to Great Britain have been at a

fess bulky and more concentrataed
foods. So apple growers, alded by
the Dominion Department of Agri-
culture, have had to devise other
schemes to market that part of
the apple crop which cannct be
sent abroad.

Campaigns to increase home con-
sumption of attractively boxed top

grade Canadian  apples have
proven -quite successful, but some-
thing had to be done about the

left overs. The answer wr- to pro-
cess them. Apple pie. apple dump-
lings, apple turnovers and apple-
sauce have long been staple Can-
adlan dlet, and apples in new
medes had to be added.

Some 1,125,000 barrels of Nova
Scotia apples will be processed
this year, it is estimated, and like
the _sul'pth of the British Columbia
export crop, will go to market
through new channels.

Best prospect, it has been found,
is in fresh apple juice for the
breakfast fruit cocktail or  for
roadside refreshment stands. If
the apple industry uoqu capture
half of the Canadian raarket now
devoted to imported fruit juices,
the problem of what to do with
sub-standard umles would be
solved, according to Government
experts.

Atter the juice has been press-
ed frem the apples, the mash that
is left at the ratio of six gallons
from a barrel of appes can bhe
prefitably sold for $3 or $4 a ton
as livestock feed. Apple feed for
livestock has been found as effi-
cient as the standard fare of
