THE CHANNEL TUNNEL.

The project of constructing a rail-
way Tunnel under the Channel that
separates England from France is
not of recent date. Years ago the
necessary surveys and borings were
made, the work pronounced entirely
practicable by eminent engineers, the
company duly incorporated, the capi-
tal secured and the work of ‘con-
struction actually begun. Work was
stopped after a mile or 8o of the
submarine passage was excavated,
because of the absurd fear that Eng-
land might be invaded by that route,
Now there are better relations be-
tween England and France than there
were then, and the only fear of an
invasion of England is from Germ-
any. Britain and France being in
close accord, it is mow felt that the
Channel Tunnel, if constructed, would
be more likely to prove an assist;
ance to defence than a source of
danger, and on this ground, and as
a commercial and business ' enter-
prise, there is a revival of the Tun
nel project. :

Though the work will be a very
costly one,—the distance to be tun-
neled under sea being more than three
times that which separates this Pro
vince from the mainland at the
(Capes—there seems to be abundant
evidence that the Channel Tunnel
would pay good dividends on its
cost. At any rate it can easily be
financed as a business venture, There
is an enormous volume of trade and
travel between the fortyfive millions
of people in the British Isles and the

forty miilions in France, to say
nothing of the (Continent, to be
served by the proposed submarine

{highway.

improbable that the work will be un-
dertaken within the next few years.
| We sincerely hope it may. Every
|work of that kind successfully carried
out brings our own Tunnel project
measurably nearer to its realisation.

WANTS TAX ON i
DOWRIES OF BRIDES

WASHINGTON, July 12—A heavy
tax on the dowries of American
brides in- international marriages,
“go that the penurious but titled
fortune hunters might secure but a
small moiety of the price the bride
pays him for a name which he him-
self dishonors by thus putting it up
at auction to the highest bidder,”
was suggested by Pepresentative
Kahn of California in the House to-
day as a means to stop alliances be-
tween American heiresses and ‘‘brok-
en down foreign noblemen."’

Mr. Kahn came warmly to the de-
fence of ‘‘dollar diplomacy,” howev-
er, and his speech was in answer to
an attack by Representative Henry
of Texas a week ago.

Declaring that at no time in the
history of the Republic ‘“‘have the
American ambassadors or ministers
to foreign courts been -less ohsequi-
ous, dressed in simpler clothes and
resorted to less finesse and chicane
than now,’’ Mr. Kahn paid tributes
to the late John Hay, to Elihu Root
and to Philander C. Knox. He dwelt
upon ‘‘the.brilliant and successful ef-
forts’”’ of Secretary Knox to extend
American trade, ‘““and his pioneer
work in making American diplomacy
an intense and world-wide vigilant,
promotion of the interests of the
American. people.”

Reading extracts from many musty
documents in an effort to prove that
in the ‘‘good old days’ referred to
by Mr. Henry there was less of dem-
ocratic simplicity in the conduct of
American  diplomats ‘abroad  than
now, the speaker insisted that Benja-
min Franklin and other ministers of
his time were paid proportionately
higher salaries than present day dip-
lomats. ?

As to criticisms of John Hays
Hammond, special ambassador to the,
coronation of King George, Mr. Kahn'
said he believed Mr. Henry after
calmer consideration would admit to
himself that they were ‘‘uniustified
ard entirely gratuitous.’”’

Representative Henry of Texas an-
swered Mr. Kahn. He said it was
the ‘‘vulear extravagance’ in diplo-
matic affairs and not the ‘‘polite
formality’’ of wnich ne complained.
He said that American Ambassador
Reid’s ‘‘vice regal estate in London
was not typical of the American gov-
ernment.’’

The Democratic party, he said,
would go before the American people,
at the next election '‘to!see whether
they want our big foreign diplomatic
posts to go to multi-millionaires or
to the Thomas Francis Bayards and
men of that sort.”’

“T would rather,’”” he added, ‘‘that
this country never would send anoth-
er representative to Berlin than that
this. country should take orders from’
the German government as to' what
is to be the sine qua non of a diplo-
mat there.’’ ‘

Mr. Henry said that in his opinion
the reason why Dr. David J. Hill
was to leave Berlin was that John
Hays Hammond might come home
and get his credentiais and go to
Berlin.

John Hays Hammond ‘‘nudged the
King,” and asked the King if he
was not pleased that the coronation
ceremohies went off so well.

“If we send him abroad to anoth-
er coronation,’”’ said Mr. Henry, “‘I
suppose he would nudge the Queen.'” |

A COMMISSION
10 CENSOR SHOWS

T RONTO, July 13—The Ontario
government has appointed George B.
Armstrong, Robert Wilson and Otter
Elliott, of Toronto, a provincial
board of censors for moving picture
show films. Bach member will secure
an indemnity of $5600, and the head-
quarters for the board will be in
Toronto.

In an interview, Hon. A, J. Math-
eson, the provincial treasurer, who
introduced the act under which these
shows are regulated, stated that no
suggestive, immoral or obscene repre-
gentations will be passed, nor will
pictures of crimes or prize fights.
Kvery film shown in Ontario will in
future have to carry an annexed film
bearing the printed and stamped ap-
proval of the board.

Over 4,000 films will have to be
passed upon. The task will be a
strain upon the eyes of the censors,
but two of the board have consider-
able knowledge of the subject, and
the minister hopes, acco 'ingly, that
rapid progress may be made.

The board will start work immedi-
ately, and it is ‘hoped that before
many weeks all films will be passed
upon.
