The little “Jizo's" (god of
the children) stuck up in wayside
places, Mother pray before Jizo
and put a little bib around his
neck that brings blessings to the
baby. The temples aro crowded.

And yet that isn't a perfect pic-
ture,. For, before the earthquake
Tokyo was unlike any other city
in Japan. It was itself. And so, in
its ruin and rebuilding, it is again,
a pieture without parallel.
