THE REPUBLIC OF CUBA.

Long before the war between the United

resalt of that war was to break the bonds
of Spanish oppression, but left Cuba under
the military government of the United
States. This was not the aim and object

of the Cuban patriots, though the change
of rulers has been a beneficial one, The
country has been pacified, industry re-
stored, property protected, and ordered
liberty has taken the place of anarchy and
oppression. But, while on the one hand
it has been hoped in the United States

accept the place and privilege of a state
in the great American Union, they have
not shown a disposition to do so: In
fact they have become a little restless
under military government too long con-
tinued.

It has been felt on both sides that the
time has come for a change. The United
States War Department which has since
the war administered the Government of
Cuba, has now called upon the people of
the Island to elect delegates to frame a
free constitution for their country. So in
Cuba will be
really independent, and the idea of an-
nexation is postponed indefinitely. t
may revive hereatter, or it may not. The
Chicago Tribune, a principal organ of the
McKinley Government in the West,now
frankly makes the following admissions:

Undoubtedly nearly all the Cubans wish

to have a government of their own. They
long to be citizens of the Republic of
Cnba. The desire for annexation to the
United States, which some Americans
assumed would manifest itself speedily,
seems to be non-existent. On his arrival
from Cuba last week, General James H.
Wilson, who was on duty there for some
tine, said: “The thinking people of Cuba
unquestionably desire the emancipation of
the island as soon as it possibly can be
accomplished.” General Wilson said also,
“The administration could make no hap-
pier move, so far as the Cubans are con-
cerned, than to hand the government of
their country over to them.”

After a constitution has been framed it
-will be submitted to popular vote. Then
a president and Congress will be elected
underthenewarderof things and the Un:t,
ed Statesauthority will give place tothem.
Then the new Spanish-American Re-
public will have to make its own wb,y.
