“war boom” today, as Germaay in-
vaded Norway and Denmark, but,
in the fastest churning session since
last fall, only a smattering of
favorites engaged with anything
like sizeable gains,

Paper company issues, along with
steels, led a buying push at the
opening that lifted favorites 1 to
more than 4 points to new highs
for the year or longer.

Canadian issues slanted down.
Internationa] Nickel lost 1 5-8

The Associated Press average of
