First Shipment
Of N. B. Potatoes

(Cansidian Press)
FREDERICTON, N, B, Aug. 11—
The first shipping of the 1932 pota-
to crop reported in New Brunswick
is now taking place in Carleton
County, the shipper being a Fred-
ericton man with' a prominent post-
tion in the industry. Farmers are
supplying one carload of over two
hundred barrels to form the initial
shipment, Which is. being sent to
Saint John. The variety being ship-
ped is:-the early Irish cobbler, other
types not being sufficiently advanc-
ed for digging. Some early Bliss
Triumphs are also being dug at the
present time.

‘The ‘price being paid the Carle-
ton county growers for their pro-
ducts 1s $1. per barrel. Although this
is low for new potatoes when com- i
pared with pre-depression prices,
it 18 much better than the returns
for the old tubers, which had been
