Sorrow Widespread
In Unexpected Death
of Rev.D. M. MacLeod

(Glengarry News, Feb, 13)

The Presbytery of Glengarry lost
one of its outstanding members and
the citizens of Alexandria an es-
teemed and popular friend, with the
unexpected death Wednesday morn-
ing of Rev. Dr, Donald. M. Mac-
leod, minister of Alexandria United
Church for the past 18 years, Dr.
Macleod died at the Manse, as
was about to be removed to hospi-
tal in Cornwall at 9 a. m. His dea
came after but two days' illness, he
having conducted services in his
Church on Sunday ‘when he appar-
ently was in his usual good health,

The annual meeting of con-
gregation was to have been held
Monday evening, but was postponed
when Dr. Macleod became ill. The
unexpectedness of his passing made,
even more profound the grief felt
on all sides in the removal of a
revered minister and warm friend.

A native of Springton, P. B, I,
Rev, Dr, Macleod came of a fam-
ily whose sons embraced the church
as a profession. Three sons of the
late John K. Macleod and his wife,
Effie McKenzie, became Presbyter-
ian Ministers, and Glengarry Pres-
bytery was fortunate to have two
of the brothers serving in its bounds
for many years. Rev. Dr. Maclecd
was born on January 17th, 1870 and
had hut recently passed his T2nd
milestone.

Following his education in the
local schools, deceased attended Mc-
Gill Unlverslf_?' from which he grad-
uated in 1897, He completed
studies at the Presbyterian Theolo-
glcal College, Montreal, in 1900, an
was ordained to the Ministry that
year at Florenceville, N. B,
 8ucceeding charges brought him
to Ottawa South, Blakeney, Ont.,
Lyn, Ont.; Moose Creek and Alex-
andria, and encompassed forty-two
years of fruitful service, the last
eighteen of which were spent here.
Recognition of his long and active
service was pald by the United
Theological College in 1937, when
Rev. Mr. Macleod had conferred up-
on him the honorary degree, Doctor
of Divinity.
