Czech Government
Extends Martial

(AP, By Guardian’s Special Wire)
PRAGUE, Sept. 15—The Czecho-
slovak Government tonight ordered
the arrest of Konrad Henlein on a
ehnr%z: of treason after Sude-
ten German chieftain broadcast ‘a
proclamation that his followers
wanted union with Germany.

The government, moving swiftly,
to put down civil strife in Sudeten
German territory, coupled its sud-
den action with an order extending
martial law to 16 Sudeten districts
where sporad'c, minor disorders
continued,

The turn of events, apparently
ending all present possibility of
settling the Czechoslovak-Sudeten
dispute, preceded by a few hours an
announcement - that the British
Mediation Mission was returning to
London to confer with the cab.met
on the grave crisis,

Governmeng circles, .meanwhile,
said chances of settling by megoti-
ations the Czechoslovak-Sudeten
dispute, which - threatens the peace
of all Europe, had about ' reached
the vanishing point.

FLEES COUNTRY

Henlein, the “Little Fuchrer” of

the Sudeten German minority,
could not be found at his home at
Asch, near the German' horder,
where he was reported to have
50119 to Munich. His wife and two
aughters also had disappeared.

(A high Sudeten German leader
in Berlin disclosed that Henlein
had made his way safely to Germ-
any,)

Should Henlein 'be caught and
convicted of the treason charge, he
would face possible sentence of life
imprisonment,” There was no indi-
cation here whether he might at-
tempt to relurn to Czechoslovakia.

Thiee thousand persons who fled
troubled Sudetenland arrived here
today. Other groups were reported
making their way across the fron-
tier into Germany. The Red Cross
helped many find temporary ref-
uge in public buildings here.

The cabinet for several hours
studied Henlein's proclamation, 1n
which he told “this civilized world”
that the Sudeten Germans ‘“want
to return to their home in  the
Reich.”
