Lancet reminds us that metabolism
(building up and tearing'or wearing

Thus the thyroid gland in the
neck and the adrental or supraren-
al glands situated one on top of
each kidney, working by means cf
the nervous system are the organs
coneerned in regulating the heat of
the blood.

And you can see how necessary it
is for your body to he able to reg-
ulate heat when it is known that
during muscular exercise the pro-
duction of heat in the body may be
increased from 200 to 300 per cent
without the temperature rising. This
showsthe wanderiul heat regulating
power of the body in the average
healthy individual, because in “fev-
ers”, the production of heat may
only be increased by 20 to 30 per
cent and yet there is a rise in tem-
perature.

This rise of temverature sHows
that something—'nfection—is dis-
turbing the heat regulating parts of
the body, the increased temperature
being due to the fight or resistance
put up by the body against 'the
harmful organisms or their polsons
that are attacking the body.

From King William

(Fredericton Gleaner)

In 1697, when some of his Anglie
can subjects were worshipping g¢
a fort near the Battery in New York,
King William III., of England, gave
young Trinity Parish the land on
which Trinity Church now stands
at the head of Wall Street, in New
York City. There was no street
then, but a wall, later razed to give
the little city on Manhattan Island
room to grow. Later, the royal heay}
was struck with the thought that
the struggling church could well
do wth some funds, and he gave
the parish the right to sell all
whales, wrecks and flotsam and
jetsam flung up on Long Island.

What revenue, if any, Trinity dee
rived from that privilege has nob
been discovered. At any rate, thy
parish did not prosper fast enoug
for Queen Anne, and in 1705 she
bestowed on it a tract of land,|
which became known as the Queen's
Parm. M ylelded a revenue of
;140 pounds a year.

As the thriving city began to
spread out on its narrow terrain,
the Queen's Farm became covered
with rent-paying buildings. Subs
ways under-ran it in later years,
and rents went up.
