Two fine teen-age
girls in a Western city le in pools
of blood on the sidewalk, both
fatally injured—one of them an
only child in her home. Just g few
seconds earlier they stood on the
curh waiting for a bus, one of them
seeing her friend off after having
had her as a guest for the evening.

He
didn't see the curve in the street!

|-—~but social service workers and
! Ssalvation Army officers see them
and can tell you of heartrending
| conditions caused by the use of

| mothers.
‘ 3. The liquor “ads” show you the
interiors of luxurious homes, with
lwell-fed and pleasant-lcoking
people sitting about. But they au
inot show you the interiors of the
modernized saloon, or the faces of
many of the customers—evil look-
|ing women, vulgar men, weak-faced
| youth, bleary-eyed and flabby-
itaced men. They don't advertise
these scenes! They hide them from
the public behind heavily screened
or painted windows. Tt would not
help their trade if the public saw
some of the human products of the
traffic!

4 The liquor “ads” display a lot
i of “red, white and blue”, and advise
people to buy war savings certific-
iates (if they have any money left
after paying for the liquor which

not tell the public the things they
talk about among themselves.
Listen to this— Sir Andrew Sand-
| ers, Director of the Brewers' Soc-
fety of Britaln, said to a group of
fellow brewers, “We want new
customers, We want to get the
beer drinking habit instilled into
thousands, almost millions, of young
men who do not at present know
the taste of beer”. And the Brew-
ers’ Journal states, “Thousands of
alcohol users die every year. With
the rising generation and whether
ey take to alcohol rests
the future of the trade.”
