the French and that the French troops
have now gone beyond that point and
have withstood all attempts of the
Germans to drive them back. Losses
to the Germans are said to be very
heavy.

PAARDEBERG DAY
DULY CELEBRATED

Impressive Serviee in St. James'
Church with Appropriale Sermon
by Rev. Dr. Fullerton.
Parade and Memorial Servicc
at Soldiers’ Monument.

The annual celebration of Paarde-
burg was held in St. James' Church
yesterday morning, when the attend-
ance was probably the largest ever
seen in that place of worship. The
service was exceedingly impressive,
the presence of such a large body of
military men and the cause for which
they have left their homes, adding to
the solemnity of the occasion. A spe-
cial musical programme was carried
out, & 8olo by Mr. Arthur Bruce and
a quartette by Messrs. Bruce and
Barlow and Misses McDonald and
Hughes being well rendercd. The
Band of the 82nd Regiment accompa-
nied the soldiers to the Church, and
after the service the men marched to
the monument in Queen Square,
where they were joined by the de-
tachment from St. Dunstan’s. After
the arrival of the latter the trum-
peters played the last post and the
Band rendered several excellent se-
lections.
brief address, referring to the heroes
who had laid down their lives for the
Empire and whose names were in-
scribed on the monument, which, he
said, now stands as a mute appeal to
the citizens of Charlottetown and of
the province to consecrate their lives
to the service of King and Country.

At the Church Dr. Fullerton deli-
vered a masterly sermon in com-
memoration of the Island's heroes of
Paardeburg and in tribute to the
noble efforts which the sons of the
province are making to-day to up-
hold the honour of the Empire. He
took his text froni Revelation, 2, 10;
“Be thou faithful unto death and I
will give thee a crown of life.” In
the words of the text, he said, they
had a motto that should be bhorne
aloft by every true-soldier of the
King, words that had in them the
clarion call of God and man. “It is
well, he proceeded, “in these days of
stress and strain, in these days of
sacrifice " and bloodshed, that we
should take such important words in
their original sense. The Church of
Christ was being persecuted by Nevo.
Men who named the name of Christ,
who went out wearing the insignia
of the Cross, had to count the cost.
They were not asked to do anything
blindly or impulsively. They were
asked to give up everything, to he
ready to surrender all at & moment's

notice if necessary; to leave their
homes, their friends, their wealth,
the world’s honour, as tlie world

counted honour, for what? They were
to take Christ instead—and ecven
death. You will see that it was a
great demand that was made on
these men; and yet, to their eternal
honour, they paid the glorious penal-
ty, and to-day, two thousand yecars
later, we are reaping the results of
their splendid sacrifice.
