The following .is a report of the consider was t
session of the P. E. 1. Egg and Poul-
try Association held on Monday. There
was a large attendance and consiq-

erable interest and enthusiasm
manifested in the proceedings.

Hon. Murdoch McKinnon, Commis-

sloner of Agriculture, was appointed
Chairman of the meeting, and in op-:
ening the proceedings he made an
important address which was listen-

ed to with marked attention. He dealt

at some length with the question of
increased -production in agriculture,
more particularly in regard to the
raising of hogs, and stated what was
intended to be done in the matter of
supplying feeds.

At the outset Mr. McKinnon ex -
pressed regret at the unavoidable ab.
sence of Mr. H. S. Arkell, Live Stock
Commissioner, who had been schedul-
ed to address the meeting. This was
his third attempt to come here, hut
unfortunately he had again  [ound it
impossible to reach the Island.

Continuing, Mr. McKinnon said that
it was a proud day for that audi -
ence, and indeed for the province,
when a banker and so shrewd a busi-
ness man as the Manager of the
Bank of Montreal, who knew his
business thoroughly, should stand on
the platform and give the Association
the hoost which he gave it that af-
rernoon, expressing the preparedness
of the Bank to carry the Associa -
tion’s business. He  did not think
such a thing had ever ocecurred in the
history of the province before, and!
that gentleman would not have said
what he had said, if it were four years
2go when there were just half a doz-,
€n egg circles who between them did
not have eflough cash in their treas-
ury to buy a writing pad. Those who
had taken part in the business and
had followed it keenly from the start
up to the present time, and who had
interested themselves in it and made
it .theifr own business, 'had, he said,
every good reason to he proud of it
today. :

It was not necessary for anybody
ta dwell on the work the egg circles
were doing, because nearly all its
members—there were perhaps a tew
cxceptions, hut at least all the mem-
bers who were present—i{ollowed the
work of the Association so well tha:
they knew all about it. There was
one side, however, which they were
not cohsdering too much. They were
counsidering increase of business, in.
creased prices, increased quality.
But there was another fact which
hefore very long would mean a great
deal to the Association and to the
province, and that was, that there was
not 4 man in the egg circles today
who was trying to get off stalé or
dirty eggs. Some people, perhaps,
might quite unintentionally let pass
©ggs that were not up to the stand-
ard, but no one was trying, as some
people uged to do some time age, to
get a basket of stale eggs,off if DPos
sible. There was no such thing to-
day. And this was one of the good
points of co-operation, said Mr. Me -
Kinnon, that it tended to influence
clean business. Co-operation was con-
sldered by the Association on a larger

practice. Some might have their
doubts as to wether it would be wise
to branch out too much, ' The only
thing he would say in connection with
this was, that there was no reason
for anyone to be afraid. If they
had been too much afraid of branch-
ing out in the past two or three years,
too much afraid of taking a chance,
they would not have made the suc
cess they had made.

“It 18 easler to carry on this husi-
ness today than two or three years
4go,” sald Mr. McKinnon, “and the
reason is, there is not a man here
who is not a good producer. The
more the business grows and (he
larger it gets, the more will he the
competent men who will join it; and
Al the managers of this circle today
wanted a business man to take hold
of the business end of it, they would
have no difficulty in finding a suit:
able young man in some of the direct.
ors of the egg-circle. This is one
Bood feature about an association of
this kind: If at any time the associ.
atfon branched out into other busi
ness, each branch could finance itself
the same as this branch has done, and
.you know how well and how safely
that has so far been done. This is
all T would say in regard to co-opera-
tion a8 we have it in this associa-
tion.

The Feed Situation.
“As has already heen
the Minister of Agriculture has con-
tracted with the Terminal
Companies for the total

output. of
1917-18 recleaned

screenings, The
contract price was $36.00 per ton and
the material will be sold at this price
f.o.b., Fort William, plus a charge
to cover storage and insurance. In
the neighborhood of 2,000 tons are at
bresent available and are now on of-
fer in carload lots in hulk to-feeders
in Bastern and Western Canada.

“The Live Stock Branch is also
negotiating for the importation of a
quantity of corn from the United
States. It is believed that,. notwith -
standing serious difficulties in the
way, such as embargoes, duties and
car shortages, the available feed sup-
ply in Canada can be considerably ad-
ded to through the medium of import-
ations. The Branch, therefore, under
the authority of the Minister, the
Honorable Mr. Crerar, has taken de-
finite steps to secure feed through
this source. The American corn crop
offers at present the most likely
source for feed and it is probable
that a contract for the purchase of
considerable quantities will he com-
pleted within a few days.
“The Provincial Departments of
Agriculture have been asked and have
consented to co-operate with the
Branch in the distribution of all feed
which may be purchased. Under the
agreement reached, the Prroviuncial
Departments assume full responsibili-
ty for distribution within their own
territory, receive the orders, which
must be for carload lots, from farm-
ers, farmers' organizations or their
accredited agents and guarantee the
solvency of the purchaser, All or-
ders for feed, therefore, should bhe
made direct to the Provincial De -
partments only. The Feed Division
will then arrange for the transporta -
tion of the material, having due re
