week has not been very favorable for
potato digging, Thursday and Friday
were’ wet, and not many, were digging
on those days, Saturday, however,
was fine, and a lot of potatoes were
dug out of the ground, The crop ‘is
proviag poor in most cases. Blue po-
tatoes, which is the main ' Eastern
erop, is, as' reported by the Guard-
lan for the whole Island, actually on-
iy a half-crop, while the whites are
votting. Red potatoes appear to be
pretty fair, but not at all equal to
other years. One farmer, digging his
blue potatoes, remarked that his were
less than a “half-crop.” Mine, he said
are only “one-third of a crop,” and
that's about the way they are with
not a few. The prices at the several
markets and railway stations are a-
bout straight, 756 cents though they
were considerably higher in Charlotie
town, on Friday. There is not much
profit in hauling potatoes any dis-
“tance this season for 75 cents and
hence farmers are marketing a very
few. The price of oats is conflicting
‘and strangely variable. The recent
rise in Charlottetown to 90 cents has
not yet come East, though dealers
at Selkirk Station are closely ap-
‘proaching it, paying, last week, 85
cents. Like potatoes farmers do not

consider - these prices ‘enough, and
are marketing sparingly, The oat
crop this year is a splendid crop av-
eraging with many farmers a weight
of 38 lbs from the thresher-measured
Isbushel. The crop of oats this year
would make splendid seed stock for
export, and it is a great pity there
was not some sort of association to
handle seed oats. It is a pity to use
these fine oats for feed purposes.
Oats are worth only 80 cents in Sour-
is East. The insitutes are preparing
to sell the lamb crop. St. Margaret's
Institute are getting their lambs and
dry sheep ready for shipment at Bear
River Station, on the 30th, and are
bidding for offers from the lamb buy-
ers in the meantime,
