Presbyterians In
The Church Court

The third reguiar meeting of the
{Presbytery of Lanark and Renfrew,
of the Presbyterian Church in Can=
ada was held in St. Andrew’s
Church, Carleton Place on Tues-
day, the twentieth instant and was
conducted over a forencon and an
afternoon Sederunt.

Rev. E. C. McCullagh, of Pem-
broke, who was elected to the Mod-
eratorship for another six months
loccupied the chair, and Dr. A, H.
|Scott, of Perth was in his place as
Clerk of the Presbytery.

After devotional setvice, the roll
call wag responded to by ministers
and representative elders from all
parts of the two counties of Lan-
ark and Renfrew. Five young
men, who served during the sum-
mer months in varions Mission
fields within the bounds, weré wel-
comed by the members of the
Court by a standing vote.  Two
ladies, representing the Women's
Missionary Society, had a cordial
reception as well, and, in addition,
the Rev. Allan S. Reid, of Montreal,
Synodical Missionary, and Mr, S.
Dinnick, who devoted some months
to evangelistic work in the Presby-
tery were extended the courtesies
of the Court and- addressed Pres-
bytery at the afterncon.Sederunt.

The first matter to which Pres-
bytery gave consideration was in-
troduced by Dr. Scott who made a
presentation upon the New Pension
Fund of the Preshyterian Church in
Canada, the objective of which is
the securing for aged and retired
ministers an annuity of $1,000 and
to widows of departed ministers
a yearly payment of $600. The
Presbyterian Church in the United
States North completed an endow-
ment this year of 15 millions of
dollars, 40,000 laymen and 4,000
clergymen leading in the accom-
plishment regarding which a iead-
ing journal said that no other en-
terprise of similar magnitude had
ever been presented to a church
in this western world with such
hearty and whole-souled interest on
the part of the General Assembly.
The General Assembly of the Pres-
byterian. Church in Canada per-
fected a_Pension plan in June of
this year which will soon go into
operation, Interest is being shown
in it already, and Dr. Scott intim
ated to his brethren that he had
in his possession a voluntary con-
tribution of $500, which the donor
desired should give distinction to
the Presbytery of Lanark and Ren-
frew by having it placed first on
the list of gifts to the New Pension
Fund as soon as the book are op-
ened for subscriptions to the New
Endowment.

From four Presbyteries— Sarnia,
Hamilton, Lindsay, Prince Albert
and Saskatoon—came notices 'to
the Presbytery of Lanark and Ren-
frew that through them applica-
tions were to be passed on to the
General Assembly next June from
four ministers belonging respect:
ively to the Primitive Methodist
Church, England, the Presbyterian
Church U. 8., South, and the Unit-
ed Church of Canada, for admis-
lgion: into the Preshyterian Church’
in Canada.

A matter that «ngaged the atten-

tion of the Court arose out of cor-
respondence between the minister
of St. Andrew’s Church, Carleton
Place, and the Rev. Dr. Drummond
of Hamilton. As a result of this cor-

The resignation from the Cabinet
of Viscount Cecil of Chelwood re-
minds one how unusual it is to
find two sets of brothers in one
Cabinet, as there have been in the
present administration. Lord Salis-
bury (his elder brother) is Lord
Privy Seal and Leader of the House
of Lords.
There are, in fact, three Cecils
in the Lords, the third being the
Bishop of Exeter,—Lord William
Cascoigne-Cecil . and two in the
Commons,—Lord Hugh and Sir
Evelyn.
The other brothers in the Cabin-
et are Sir Austen Chamberlain and
Mr. Neville Chamberlain.
In the 'days of the Coalition, Sir
Eric and Sir Auckland Geddes were
both members of the Government.
The Commons provides several ex-
amples of brothers who are M.P.s
but the best known couple are Mr.
G. Locker-Lampson, the Under For-
eign Secretary, and Commander Ol-
iver. Locker-Lampson, who very
freely heckles his Ministerial broth-
er at question time,

One person who will probably be
relieved at Lord Cecil's resignation
is his stenographer.

When he was at the Foreign Of-
fice, Lord Robert, (as he was then)
bad the reputation of being the
fastest dictator ever known even in
that brilliant department. In con-
trast to Lord Balfour, who was
rather deliberate. Lord Robert couid
roll off a long and difficult despatch
in a few minutes without a mistake
and ‘without a. second's hesitation.

As he did not like being mter-
rupted or forced to repeat himself,
he was very difficult to follow,

for War, who will take ord Cecil's
place at the Assembly of thie League
of Nations at Geneva, is a man of
some diplomatic and political ex-
perience, Since he entered the Dip-
lomatic Service in 1901 he has held
various posts in the service at Mad-
rid, Tangier, Leningrad, Berlin and
has served on innumeravble com-
mittees of one sort and another.

He is blessed with a cheerful dis-
position and never fails to see the
brighter 'side of things.
